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The Minister of Higher Education inaugurates the building of the
Teaching Dental Hospital at the College of Dentistry at Umm Al-
Qura University

His Excellency the Minister of Higher Education Dr. Kalid Al-Angari inaugurated on
23/2/1434 AH the Educational Hospital at the College of Dentistry in Umm Al-Qura
University in Abidiyyah. The Hospital was built on an area of 12 thousand square
meters, and the overall construction and equipping cost of more than 130 million
Riyals. His Excellency the Minister also inaugurated the College Electronic Educa-
tional Program (My UQUDENT), which aimed at achieving quality in the manage-
ment of educational processes, and following them up through linking all academic
activities with the electronic site. It also aimed at helping to learn and to organize
educational activities. The Minister further inaugurated the Evidence-Based Dental
Center which is the first of its kind in the kingdom.

The Educational Hospital of the College of Dentistry at Umm Al-Qura University
started receiving patients, who were treated by male and female students from the
clinical years under the supervision of a selected group of College consultant pro-
fessors in various Dental Specialties.

His Excellency the President of the University Dr. Bakry Assas thanked the Dean of
the College of Dentistry for the Fellowship Program at the Department of Conserva-
tive Treatment and Restorative Dentistry which was approved and adopted by the
Saudi Commission for Health Disciplines. The College Dean Dr. Mohamed Beyari
then extended his thanks and appreciation to the faculty members and teaching
assistants at the College, and to all the people that contributed to the preparation
of the program, wishing them further progress and prosperity, and expressing his
gratitude for their continuous efforts to make the College reach a level of leader-
ship and excellence.
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Completion of the infrastructure of the Educational Dental Hospital
at Umm Al-Qura University which includes 80 educational clinics.
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The College of Dentistry at Umm Al-Qura University completed its preparations to receive male and
female students for the new academic year. The College Dean Dr. Moharmed Beyari indicated that such
preparations started earlier during the summer with the contribution of the College administration, its
vice deanships, and various departments. He stated that the infrastructure for the Educational Hos-
pital was completed with a total of 80 clinics including educational clinics, consultative clinics, and
early diagnosis and emergency clinics. He pointed out that such clinics were equipped with the latest
technology.

In addition, there are nine laboratories, which are equipped according to highest technical standards,
and include Prosthodontics and simulation labs, a production lab, and a complete fully-integrated
research lab. The College Dean confirmed that these facilities have enabled the College to raise the
ceiling of gradual acceptance of students coinciding with the operating of the Teaching Hospital. 50
students (25 males and 25 females) are thus admitted to the College this year (40 students were ac-
cepted last year).

In the area of academic affairs development, classrooms, labs and panel discussion rooms were
equipped with audio-visual materials; and a system was created for managing academic operationsin
order to raise the quality and effectiveness of work. A database containing all courses and educational
content was constructed and linked to the College website to improve its internal educational environ-
ment and to upgrade the overall performance. A system was set up to assess all academic operations
to0 achieve international standards of performance, to stimulate course-related scientific research, and
to start students research projects; in addition to supporting and codifying students extracurricular
activities for the purpose of their development.

The College has only been recently established, the first group of students admitted, are now in their
fifth year and are one year away from graduation. But the graduate studies and scientific research
have received considerable attention. The Saudi Commission for Health Specializations has lately
approved the adoption of the College graduate fellowship program in Endodontics (the first at Umm
Al-Qura University), which qualifies students to obtain PhD equivalent degrees in Dentistry.

A students club was established to encourage students to refine their research experiences since the
College curriculum largely depends on learning through problem-solving. The curriculum includes
four courses which are related to clinical and laboratory research and evidence-based dentistry. The
preparations are ongoing to organize the annual research day at the College which will include scien-
tific poster presentations, and the offering of awards for distinguished research. There is a current plan
to visit research centers by scientific research club members, which confirms the College concern to
regulate students research doing through six research clusters that reflect the latest research trends
in oral and dental medicine.

The Saudi Commission for Health Specializations issued its approval to adopt the fellowship program and
the specialization degrees in the Department of Endodontics at the Educational Dental Hospital of the Uni-
versity College of Dentistry. This took place following a visit to the College by a delegation from the Saudi
Commission headed by the President of the Dentistry Scientific Council at the Commission Dr. Saud Mo-
hamed Orfali, Dr. Khalid Mardad, and Dr. Osama Al-Othmani, who evaluated the work of the College and
confirmed its readiness to offer a graduate clinical studies program that qualifies students to obtain spe-
cialization degrees (PhD equivalent) in Dentistry.

The College Dean Dr. Mohamed Beyari clarified that the Commission delegation was briefed on the thera-
peutic and research capabilities of the College, and listened to a detailed explanation of the issues provided
by the College Vice Dean for Clinical Affairs Dr. Mohamed Nageeb, by the Vice Dean for Graduate Studies
and Research Dr. Suhail Bajammal, and by Endodontics Consultant at King Faisal Hospital in Makkah, Dr.
Ayman Mandourah. He confirmed that the members of delegation praised the sophisticated equipment,
and high-level facilities and capabilities they saw at the College Educational Dental Hospital which will place
it at the forefront of the centers of dentistry training in the future.

The Deans of the Colleges of Dentistry in Saudi Universities held their tenth
annual meeting in the conference room at Jazan University. The Vice Presi-
dent of the University Dr. Hasan Al-Hazmi welcomed the participants on
behalf of his Excellency the President of the University Dr. Mohamed Al
Hayazii, and stressed the importance of holding this meeting for purposes of
coordination with respect to developing research and joint action mecha-
nisms.

The unifi-
cation, organization and upgrading of the students' practical loghook.

The preparation of modern methods for measuring and evaluating the areas of learning
including upgrading the methods of preparing multiple choice questions to match authen-
tic international techniques. The process also includes feeding the bank of questions with
various types of questions and answers related to the various courses in the curriculum.
Types of metrics appreciation (rubrics) were also specified to represent the basic rules
for judging the levels of performance: which is a descriptive measure to determine what
the students know and can perform. The descriptions will inform the teacher evaluator
about the characteristics and signs that he is looking for and anticipating in the work of
students,and how to look at their work on the basis of a scale previously determined.

A comprehensive survey and review of all courses of the Bachelor's Degree program is
currently being conducted to ensure that the components of the courses portfolios are
complete and satisfy all the requirements. This will enable the operations of internal and
external revision of the program by accredited auditors (peer reviewers).

Various models of the contents of the patient's medical file were prepared such as the tis-
sue sample checking model (Biopsy Form)
The Continuing Education Unit aims to promote the efforts of upgrading scientific activi-
ties as well as developing the skills and capabilities of faculty members. The Medical Con-
tinuing Education Unit contributions are apparent in its participation in national dentistry
conferences, which is a great opportunity for exchange of experiences, and which allows
students and participants to interact and learn from such educational events.

The implementation of the strategic plan for the College of Dentistry, as well as the various
stages of the operational plan as determined in the Balanced Score Cards are periodically
examined and reviewed.
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To achieve quality standards in examination system, the following tasks
were performed:

- Applying the guality control system (quality control tools) such as the use of 'checklists’
to verify consistency and accuracy of examinations (verification of reliability of exams),
- Making sure, through the use of the ‘Matrix of Assessment Criteria’, that the content of
exams is valid, and that they measure all course targeted learning outcomes.

The Accreditation Unit also prepares leaflets and brochures on the quality of the educational
program and the methods of updating courses and student learning outcomes (ILOs) to
suit the various learning areas and the competencies required of the program graduates.
The Unit publications are made accessible to all faculty members .

A model for the formulation of different learning outcomes has been prepared for each lec-
ture or practical clinical class to make sure that students acquire the various skills required.
Instructional strategies have been up-dated on the basis of targeted learning outcomes to
ensure that students achieve the maximum degree of benefit. Interactive lectures are deliv-
ered, emerging information are included, appropriate sequencing is carried out, and appro-
priate evaluation methods are utilized to ensure the achievement of proper results. The use
of interactive lectures reinforces active learning, increases interest and motivation, provides
both teachers and students with feedback , and increases their satisfaction.

Courses are currently being reviewed in accordance with the standards of the International
Commission for Dental Accreditation (CODA). The plan for ‘comprehensive curriculum man-
agement' has also been activated and is summarized in the following points:

- The Revision of curricula and continuous program evaluation which include contri-
butions from faculty members, students, the administration, and other relevant sources.

- The evaluation of all courses with regard to the specific competencies determined by
the mission and objectives of the program, including students assessment of instruc-
tion and learning.

- The elimination of unwanted redundancy and outdated or non-essential issues and
subjects.
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A suitable technigue was also developed for measuring learning outcomes via a special
assessment scale (PBL Rubric & PBL Checklist).

To achieve the instructional goal of offering a fruitful medical education which is based
on learning outcomes according to modern scientific educational methods which rest
on self-assessment, teaching methodology, evaluation, and activation of feedback, the
following tasks were performed:

- Determining and up-dating course portfolios, and course descriptions to cover all as-
pects of students' required knowledge and skills.

- Entering all targeted learning outcomes, the content of each lecture, and the references
required on the University website (My UQUDENT), so as to enable students to access the
site and find out about all the learning outcomes required of them in every part of the
course,

- Preparing a course map for each course to verify its fulfillment of various learning out-
comes which are considered reference points (benchmark) for the quality of the course.
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Achievements of the Vice Deanship for
Academic Development & Community
Service

1. Establishing the academic accreditation and quality assurance unit.
2. Establishing the unit for skills development & continuing education.
3. Establishing the unit for external cooperation.

Further achievements include:

The formulation of the educational program mission for the Bachelor's degree level ina man-
ner which is consistent with the College mission, and which clearly determines the funda-
mental goals and priorities of the program, as well the developmental trends commensurate
with students' needs. The Mission was also properly formulated to ensure a quality of edu-
cation which is in line with the highest international standards.

The dental educational program aims to enable students to:

1. To acquire knowledge and cognitive and practical clinical skills necessary
to prevent, diagnose and treat the most common oral and dental diseases at
both the individual and community levels.

2. To develop personal skills and responsibility which are necessary to be
able to work in a reasonable way, to ensure public interests, and to act in con-
formity with international ethical standards in personal and public forums.

3. To continue personal and professional development through recognizing
the importance of lifelong learning, and taking responsibility for their learning
through the use of information technology tools.

4. To acquire the fundamentals of scientific research to be able to participate
in research directed toward improving the health of the community.

In order to achieve the educational objectives, the skills and capabilities of graduates that are
linked to the educational needs of the community of Makkah and the Saudi society at large,
as well as to those of the labor market. The method of problem-based learning (PBL) as well
as the ‘problem discussion' model of instruction (Template of PBL Case ) were adopted,
up-dated and standardized.

This involved a coordination of the education processes which focused on discussion and
learning that emanated from clinically-based problems. This style of education encourages
independent learning and gives students the opportunity to address the cases of confusion
and to identify gaps in their understanding in the context of relevant clinical problems.
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3- Phantom laboratory:

The lab contains 62 separate training dummy units for patient simulation. It is equipped
with 42 work tables and a computer network to be used for educational purposes under
the supervision of faculty members. The lab is used for training third, fourth and fifth year
students at the College.

4- Multi-purpose dental Laboratory:

This lab contains 62 separate work units which are equipped for different areas related
to the teaching of Dentistry:

- Itis fully eyuipped with advanced educational microscopes.

- The students have access to the educational slides.

o- Research Laboratory:

This lab contains 40 special work units, equipped with the best and latest technology to fit
the needs of the College of Dentistry faculty members and staff in the area of scientific
research.

Internship Program at the College of Dentistry:

The Faculty of Dentistry has the privilege to provide the Internship program for students
who have obtained a Bachelor's Degree in oral and dental medicine and surgery in coop-
eration with the hospitals in Holy Makkah.

The internship program at Umm Al-Qura University is diversified. It includes many training
places to ensure that the University Doctors gain experience in all required disciplines and
areas of specialization.

This program has helped in the graduation of five batches of intern dentists whose skills
and high efficiency have been utilized to serve our society and to develop our beloved
country in the best of ways.

The Internship program is still running with great strength and confidence. Two new
groups of students were accepted this year in the College of Dentistry. We wish them all
the best, and hope that they graduate from this program of excellence.
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To ensure the provision of an outstanding education and training for male and female
students and the necessary services to dentists and patients, the College has established
and equipped laboratories divided as follows:

1- Production Laboratory:

The lab contains 14 separate and private work units which are equipped for dental works
related to consultative clinics, specialized board clinics, and dental porcelain manufactur-

ing.

: The laboratory is operated to receive patient cases from clinics.

: A model for admitting patient cases from clinics to the production
lab is developed.

: Development of new methods of recording cases to know the appointed time for
delivery and receipt, and to accelerate action by 50% more than normal.

- More than 70 cases were admitted to the lab, and the requirements were
completed at the time of delivery.

- Application of infection control methods between laboratories and clinics as well
as in the lab itself,

- The distribution of cases among lab technicians

- Operating the CatCam device and performing case training sessions.

2- Removable Prosthetics Laboratory:

The lab is equipped to accommodate 62 male and 62 female students, and contains many
high quality devices required in the specialized field of dental educational labs. The Lab
was run with outstanding efficiency.

In the lab, fourth year students learn and train in the various steps of complete
denture making.
The lab is open daily from 12 - 1 p.m. to accommodate students who were
unable to complete their tasks during the laboratory times allocated to them.

- The lab receives fifth year students for molding dental plaster models designed
for Endodontics specialization.
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Some of the achievements of the Vice Deanship for Clinical Affairs this year are the fol-
lowing:

1- Appointing a medical secretariat to receive patients, open files, and to
transfer patients to diagnosis and emergency clinics.

2- Operating three first examination clinics where patients are examined
by College lecturers under the supervision of faculty members.

3- Operating the emergency dental clinics where patient emergency cas-
es are received and treated by faculty members from the departments of
surgery and endodontics.

4- Creating a committee for infection control under the supervision of
faculty members and infection control nursing to prevent the spread of
infection and to work in a healthy environment.

5- The reception of more than (1250) patients in first examination clinics
and the transfer of cases to male and female students specialized clinics.

6- The visit of His Excellency the President of the University to the medi-
cal clinics.

7- The visit of His Excellency the Minister of Higher Education to the
medical clinics and his commending of their modern installations and
equipment.

8- Operating the unit for panoramic X-rays, three-dimensional CT scans
and skull X-rays by X-ray technicians under the supervision of faculty
members from the X-ray division.

9- Preparing a medical crew consisting of an internal medicine consult-
ant and two nurses to deal with medical emergency situations that may
occur during the treatment of patients in the clinics; and to work out a
policy for the treatment of emergency cases.

10~ Increasing the numbers of nurses (aid dentists) in order to cope with
the workload in clinics and to facilitate the work of clinic doctors.

11- The College of Dentistry was approved to be a certified place for the
training of Saudi Board doctors in the specialization of Endodontics.
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Achievements of the Vice Deanship for
Clinical Affairs

The clinics of the teaching hospital of the College of Dentistry at Umm Al-Qura Univer-
sity contain the best and most modern devices in the field of dentistry and oral and den-
tal diagnostic sciences, in accordance with the latest international standards. They are
equipped with the finest, most accurate microelectronic devices such as electronic oral
diagnosis cameras. There are 73 clinics covering an area of about 4500 square meters
with a capacity exceeding 20 thousand patients annually. The clinics are divided as
follows:

Educational clinics:
There are 32 independent clinics for the male students section and 32 for the female
students section.

Specialized clinics:
There are 4 clinics to treat complex cases and complications resulting from dental dis-
eases.

Consultative clinics:

The consultative section consists of two consultative clinics designed to provide medi-
cal care for all patient cases and conditions that may need special attention.

Diagnosis and emergency clinics:

There are 3 clinics for initial diagnosis and other medical services, particularly the treat-
ment of unscheduled emergency cases.

Itis worth mentioning that the clinics department is equipped with high quality radiology
rooms to assist in the diagnosis of diseases and in finding appropriate treatment.

Furthermore, clinics floors are of the finest types and are anti-bacterial, which helps to
maintain the health and hygiene of these places and to prevent the transmission of dis-
ease and infection. The ceilings of the clinics consist of anti-fire materials that can resist
fire for more than two hours, which helps to preserve human life in crisis situations, God
forbid. The ceilings of the clinics are also resistant to bacteria breeding.
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5.Creating environments that are conducive to learning through:

-Completing the basic and technical equipment of classrooms, labs, and clinics in the
College.

-Training students and faculty members and urging them to participate in the provision of
the ideal academic atmosphere for education and training.

-Attracting a selection of distinctive faculty members to advance the educational pro-
cess and to raise the education level to a highly sophisticated level

-Motivating students and urging them to develop programs and to participate in social
activities through the students club and its various committees in the field of sports, re-
search, the media, etc.

6.Training faculty members to design courses based on the method of
“distance learning" through using the latest programs and techniques ei-
ther as part of the College of Dentistry system or that of the University as
represented by the deanship of e-learning and distance education.

studies programs, fellowship programs, or other.

It also includes a detailed evaluation of all academic activities, their dates, and
a brief description of each activity or lecture.

~“My UQUDENT" also includes a system of evaluation for all lectures and academic ac-
tivities. Students can, therefore evaluate individual lectures separately, and lecturers can
see an assessment analysis for all their lectures.

-The system includes "panel discussion rooms" for students and lecturers, which enhanc-
es interaction in the educational process, enriches the debate and urges students to do
critical thinking and research.

-The system also includes detailed information about each student compared to peers :
his/ her record of attendance, absences, grades and academic level.

-The system was established to meet the requirements for academic accreditation In-
cluding the quality of the educational activities and the documentation of all phases of
academic operations .

~The system was linked to the students and faculty members e-mails in order to ensure
continuous communication and interaction with the latest developments in the College.

3.Scheduling all operations in the academic office:

-The work of the academic office was divided into "operations" including the reception
and registration of students, working out the course schedules, submitting grades and
monitoring students’ academic development and progress.

-Each operation was then divided into several steps which were scheduled in the aca-
demic calendar for the school year so as to ensure quality and efficiency in the implemen-
tation of the academic processes.

A Historical overview of the founding of
the Faculty of Dentistry

In 1403 AH, the Supreme Council of universities agreed in its first meeting
held on 20/5/1403 AH, to establish the "Department of Medical Sciences”
as part of the College of Applied Sciences at Umm Al-Qura University in Mak:
kah Al-Mukarramah. In 1405AH, the first group consisting of twenty students
was accepted in the Department which became the nucleus of all the medi-
cal colleges in the University.

In 1416 a royal decree was issued to approve the decision of the Cauncil of
Higher Education to change the "Department of Medical Sciences” into the
"College of Medicine and Medical Sciences”. The first group of students was
accepted in this College in T419AH.

In 1426 AH, another royal decree was issued to approve the separation of the
"College of Medicine” and the "College of Medical Sciences”. The latter be-
came an independent college under the name of “College of Applied Medical
Sciences” and offered eight scientifie disciplines including an oral and dental
health program.

On 19/12/1427 AH, His Excellency the Rector of the University formed a com-
mittee to study the project of establishing a College of Dentistry. Based on the
recommendation of the committee, the council of the College of Applied
Medical Sciences agreed on 6/ 2/ 1428 AH to convert the Department of Oral
and Dental Health into the College of Dentistry. The University Council in its
18th meeting on 28/4/1428 AH recommended the establishment of the Col-
lege of Dentistry and the formation of a committee to work on the plans and
programs of the new College, and to seek help from people and institutions
with expertise in the area of dentistry

In its 7th meeting held on 15/6/1428, the Council recommended the crea-
tion of four departments in the College: The Department of Basic and Clinical
Oral Sciences, the Department of Preventive Dental Care, the Department of
Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery Diagnostic Sciences, and the Department of
Conservative Treatment and Restorative Dentistry.

Finally, on the basis of resolution no. 13/17/1428 , dated 27/8/1428 AH of the
General Secretariat of the Council of Higher Education, and following the royal
decree and directive no. 8626, dated 27/9/1428AH, the College of Dentistry
was established and began its activities on 17/10/1428 AH. Studying started
in the College in 1430 AH,
