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Chapter 1 

1.1 Introduction  

The government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, which Allah honours by allowing it to 

serve the Two Holy Mosques, uses the power of the state at its full capacity to serve the 

guests (Rahman) and to facilitate the performance of the rites of pilgrims to Makkah. The 

Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques Institute for Hajj Research  (CTHMIHR) started as a 

research unit at King Abdul Aziz University (KAU) in Jeddah in 1975 under the name of 

the Hajj Research Centre (HRC). In the early years, it focused on collecting accurate data 

and information concerning various aspects regarding the Hajj, the pilgrims and 

Mutamreen, together with the facilities and services provided for them, with the aim of 

building a comprehensive and integrated strategy to address the prevailing conditions in 

order to develop and strengthen positive aspects and to overcome or reduce the negatives.  

 

In 1981, the HRC was established officially at that time as a consultant authority for the 

High Committee of the Hajj and for other authorities working in Hajj affairs. The main aim 

of HRC was to establish an information bank about the Hajj. This information bank 

functions as a comprehensive scientific reference source that provides a number of 

different statistics, details and facts that can be used to assist in the planning of utilities and 

services during the pilgrimage season. The HRC aims to: 

1. Establish an information (or data) bank concerning the Hajj. This is designed to be a 

comprehensive scientific reference source offering a range of statistics, details and 

facts to assist in planning utilities and services for the Hajj.  

2. Build a complete historical record of the documents, photographs, films, maps and 

manuscripts regarding the Hajj, Makkah and Madinah. 

3. Preserve the natural Islamic environment of the Holy Places (Mashaer), Makkah 

and Madinah. 
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In 1983, the HRC was officially transferred from KAU to Umm Al-Qura University (UQU) 

in Makkah. The Oversight Committee of the HRC was chaired by the Minister of the 

Interior, with other members comprising the Minister of the Hajj and the Minister of 

Higher Education. This committee supervised the programmes related to the works of the 

HRC.  

 

In 1998, the name of HRC was changed to the Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques 

Institute of Hajj Research at UQU in Makkah. It has five research departments which are: 

2.1 Department of Information and Technical Services, 

2.2 Department of Architectural and Engineering Research, 

2.3 Department of Environmental and Health Research, 

2.4 Department of Administrative and Human Research, 

2.5 Department of Research and Information Affairs. 

 

Additionally, there is the Department of Administrative and Financial Affairs. CTHMIHR 

has a permanent exhibition, chemistry and biology laboratories, a library, a colour 

photography laboratory, two computer laboratories and a print shop, a slide archive, and a 

film archive. These archives house a large collection of colour slides and a large number of 

cinema, video and sound recordings covering the Hajj activities and the Holy places from 

the establishment of the HRC. CTHMIHR uses the information available from relevant 

studies to help in organising Hajj-related activities. It is the concern of the CTHMIHR to 

provide all possible practical solutions for the different Hajj authorities and for pilgrims to 

guarantee their safety and comfort. 

 

1.2 Aims and Objectives 

Over the past years since CTHMIHR was established, a number of studies, research 

projects and reports have been created in both Arabic and the English language. In July 

1992, The first descriptive and cumulative index of the studies , reports, researches, and 

maps was established by Al-Masoumi and his companions. Al-Masoumi is organised 
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according to the departments and the year the work appeared; a single page is devoted to 

each work and this contains the title of the study, the name(s) of researcher(s), the type of 

the work and the language in which it was written, the number of parts, the number of 

pages, the year, the source of origin, the publishing house, and a brief description of the 

work. Therefore, the main aim of this indexing is to give researchers, professionals, Hajj 

and Umrah  authorities, and pilgrims (particularly those who are non-Arabic), summaries 

of all the studies, research works and reports that have been created since the CTHMIHR 

was established and up until 2006. To achieve the aim of this indexing, the following 

objectives were formulated:  

1. To search for and collect all studies, researches and reports that have been 

created by CTHMIHR;  

2. To translate the summaries into English;  

3. To allocate the origins of the works in terms of CTHMIHR departments, titles, 

and authors, and to give each work a number at the institute;    

4. To make these works easy to use and search for and to make them available as 

both hard and soft copies;  

5. To make this work public on the Internet. 

 

1.3 The Indexing Method 

To achieve the aims and objectives of this indexing, an inventory (in the Arabic language) 

was made to obtain as much of the required data as possible by physically examining the 

individual works that required indexing.  This inventory contained the title, the name(s) of 

researcher(s), the type of work, the language in which the work was written, the number of 

parts, the number of pages, the year, the origin, the publishing house, and a brief 

description of the work. After the information had been gathered, an Access Database was 

used to input the inventory forms into the computer. After finishing the data entry, more 

than three proof-readings of the Arabic was carried out for the indexing to avoid any errors 

or any mistakes in the data entering. After making sure that this was accurate, translation 

into the English language was begun. After finishing the translation, proof-reading of the 
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index was carried out three times to make sure that the work could be understood by both 

Muslim and non-Muslim readers. The next step was to organise the index in terms of 

CTHMIHR departments and by the year in which each work was produced. Moreover, the 

indexing was organised according to the alphabetic order of the titles and the authors.  

Finally, the index was made public on the CTHMIHR website.   

1.4 Statistics  

Up until 2006, the number of studies for CTHMIHR totalled four hundred and fifty eight: 

ninety-five were for the Department of Information and Technical Services, ninety-four for 

the Department of Architectural and Engineering Research, one hundred and fourteen for 

the Department of Environmental and Health Research, one hundred thirty-three for the 

Department of Administrative and Human Research, and eighteen for the Department of 

Research and Information Affairs. Moreover, the total number of authors from the 

Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and other Islamic countries, was two hundred and forty-two.  

 

1.5 Outline of the Indexing  

The indexing is divided into three chapters: 

Chapter 1 aims to give an overview of the indexing and therefore starts with the 

background and history of the CTHMIHR. It moves on to present the aims and objectives 

of this work, together with the indexing methods used. The final part is statistical and offers 

an outline of the indexing.   

 

Chapter 2 aims to present a full indexing record according to CTHMIHR departments and 

organised according to the year the work was produced. Therefore, it starts with studies 

from the Department of Information and Technical Services, the next part concerns the 

Department of Architectural and Engineering Research, the third part covers the 

Department of Environmental and Health Research, the fourth part includes studies from 

the Department of Administrative and Human Research, and the final part contains work 

from the Department of Research and Information Affairs. 
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Chapter 3 aims to present the different types of list indexing and therefore this chapter 

starts with a list of the indexing organised according to departments. It moves on to present 

an index organised according to the names of authors while the next part of the chapter 

presents a list of the indexing organised according to the study titles. The final part of the 

chapter offers a list of the indexes organised according to the number allocated to each 

study at the CTHMIHR.

Study of the Phenomenon of the Accumulation of Pilgrims 
at King Abdul Aziz International Airport, Jeddah when 
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This study examines the accumulation of pilgrims at King Abdul Aziz International 
Airport in Jeddah at the time of departure after having completed their pilgrimage. 
The research uses statistical methods and computer-aided information to produce 
the analysis in this study. It also contains four supplements of figures, charts and 
statistics. 
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This study attempted to identify the characteristics of the social and cultural lives 
of the population of pilgrims in the holy month of Ramadan 1418 H and to build up 
an information base that could be used in future studies and research. The study 
used a questionnaire to gather information and results. 1434 questionnaires were 
gathered in total and respondents cam from 30 nationalities, with the percentage of 
pilgrims from outside the Kingdom numbering 71.26% of the total sample. In 
addition to the descriptive content, the results were also presented as charts. 
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This study aimed to identify some of the demographic characteristics in terms of 
the social, cultural and economic conditions of the pilgrims coming from within 
and outside the Kingdom to perform the Hajj in 1418 H., and to build a database of 
data and information on these characteristics. The study used a questionnaire to 
collect data and the total number of responses was 1989 which were collected from 
more than 40 nationalities and from residents both within and outside the 
Kingdom. Some homogeneous groups in terms of nationality were collected 
together in order to facilitate the presentation of the data and in order to make 
comparisons between these groups. 29.4% of the responses were from residents 
while 70.6% of the total came from foreign pilgrims. 
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The study identifies some of the demographic, social, cultural and economic 
characteristics of the pilgrims coming from within and outside the kingdom to 
perform the Hajj in 1419 H. The results of the study considered the following 
features: age, educational level, area of employment, the entry visa into the 
Kingdom, the areas of the Kingdom the pilgrim wished to visit, districts of the 
Kingdom he/she did not wish to visit, original place of residence, the Outreach 
Program on the pilgrimage, faith Al-Hajj, the number of times the pilgrimage had 
been made, how to gain access to Makkah, the family members accompanying the 
pilgrim, the escorts, place of residence in Makkah, whether the pilgrim was visiting 
Madina, the duration of the visit before the pilgrimage, the duration of the visit for 
the pilgrimage, the month of departure from Makkah, the day of departure from 
Makkah, and the cost of the pilgrimage.  
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This research study is an exploratory and descriptive analysis of vehicles and their 
movements on all six roads leading to Makkah during the month of Ramadan 1420 
H. The study correlates coefficients between groups of vehicles entering Makkah 
and groups of vehicles leaving it in order to contribute to the reduction of traffic 
accidents but also to increase th smooth movement of traffic on the roads. The 
study aims to build a series of time models at each entrance to Makkah in order to 
produce a formal model, using ARIMA models if possible. The researcher includes 
a set of recommendations.

The study selected a random 
sample from the area surrounding Al-Haram during the last ten nights of Ramadan.  
Questionnaires were used for this purpose.  
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This study examines the demographic characteristics and the cultural and social 
categories of pilgrims visiting Makkah in 1420 H. The most important of these 
characteristics were as follows: sex, age, level of education, employment, sex, 
place of residence in Makkah, original home, the type of visit and the number of 
times they had come for Hajj, the previous date of coming to Makkah, and some 
other elements related to the Hajj.

It also sought 
to evaluate the system and machinery used for packaging Zamzam water by the 
Alzmazmh Office; the distribution of various forms and sizes of water containers 
to pilgrims in Makkah, the holy places and in Al-Tvuij centres; and the views of 
pilgrims concerning these services. Among the recommendations were: to develop 
a project to include pilgrims housed in Al-Medina; to follow-up and monitor the 
distribution of packaged Zamzam water; and to consider a uniform distribution of 
Zamzam water by the Alzmazmh Office using a logo on the packaging.  
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This research includes a statistical summary of the efforts made by all the relevant 
agencies in both the government and private sector. The statistics gathered 
included general statistics regarding pilgrims and vehicles for the preparation of a 
detailed analysis of local pilgrims and pilgrims from abroad compared with similar 
statistics gathered some years ago. The survey took a random sample of pilgrims 
and obtained data such as their age, sex, cultural background, and the number of 
times they had performed the pilgrimage. Other statistical data included the use of 
private facilities during the pilgrimage, data concerning those who benefited form 
Huda and the sacred meat, the preparation of vehicles and pedestrians during the 
movments from Arafat, the use of hospitals and health centres in the holy capital, 
the quantities of waste cleared from the streets and public places, the recorded 
weather conditions, the preparation of refrigerators and bottled water, and the Al-
essirat sale and distribution of charity. The study also considered communications 
and the services available to prepare and serve Al-Rahman guests. Digital graphics 
and data tables were used to explain the statistics gathered in the study.  
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The study identifies the current procedures undertaken by the conscientious Hajj 
pilgrims and then attempts to reduce these to a minimum so as to ensure their 
comfort. The study examines opportunities for workers in the field of Information 
Technology to identify existing gaps, as well as looking for procedures that are 
repeated in more than one location and then attempting to get rid of duplication. 
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The study attempts to provide a basic database of information, which will be 
constantly updated by researchers from the Institute, concerning the fundamental 
characteristics of Al-Mutamreen. The database includes information on the 
demographic characteristics (i.e. sex, age, educational level, employment, 
citizenship, place of residence in Makkah and original home), together with the 
cultural and social needs, of the pilgrims in 1423 H. The database also provides 
information on the level of services and facilities, and studies the differences 
between responses from pilgrims from within the Kingdom and abroad.

The 
study, which was based on a random selection of pilgrims using specific criteria, 
sought to improve and develop services to Mattakvin in the Mosque, and to control 
and monitor the performance of companies.

Changes in operational aspects during some of the main factors in Makkah, and 
changes in the volume of traffic, together with delays at some of these times, were 
also considered.  
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Study on the Characteristics of the Pedestrian Movement of 
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Description 
This study extends the earlier research carried out in 1413 H. The study includes a 
comparison of the services on the roads between Arafat and Mzdfih, the movement 
of pilgrims and their overlap with vehicles, and an analysis of the movement of 
pilgrims and pedestrians. Using mathematical models, the work shows the 
relationship between speed, density and flows of pedestrians. The study used a 
survey to ascertain the views of pilgrims at the Holy place and on the motorways; it 
also surveyed a large number of pedestrians on the road and on the motorways 
using the video cameras and data analysis. The results show that the largest number 
of pilgrims came from Egypt and Pakistan. A high proportion complained about 
the congested roads, in the case of some pilgrims with reference to motorways, and 
in the case of others, with respect to pedestrian routes. The study also found that 
61% did not know that there were routes dedicated to pedestrians. The study 
recommended that the capacity of both roads and pedestrian routes should be 
increased by establishing other roads. Work also needs to be carried out to increase 
public services such as providing water courses, drinking water, health services and 
food. 
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Description 
This study contains accounts, statistics, drawings, photographs and the definition of 
the reality of a description of the actual condition of Wakfs in the urban fabric of 
Makkah. The second phase concerns the Almsflh area which was divided into five 
regions.

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Most of this research considers the possibility of using moving walkways along the 
pilgrimage routes and the feasibility of using these for the purpose of controlling 
the movement of pilgrims. As such, this could be one of the most important 
strategies to meet the need to transfer the growing numbers of pilgrims. The 
method used in this research was an analytical comparison and contained the 
following main chapters: 1.) A background to moving walkways and escalators and 
their areas of use. (Definitions of moving walkways, the track components, 
escalators, the types of track etc were also included.) 2.) The research plan (which 
was to seek the views of pilgrims, carry out personal interviews at Muna, and to 
seek further views from pilgrims in Arafat and at Al-Haram, and the congregation 
in the Mosque during the month of Ramadan.) The number of pilgrims moving on 
foot were counted, as well as the number using escalators at the Mosque). The 
research then offered an analysis of these figures then, finally, conclusions and 
recommendations. The study contains a great many pictures and graphics and 
contains three supplements. 
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This study considers the use of multiple-level tents with integrated services which 
could contribute, within legal boundaries, to the establishment of compounds 
suitable for housing the growing number of pilgrims. The study offers preparatory 
drawings and specifications of the tents, showing how these could meet the needs 
of pilgrims as they are easy to install, dismantle, transport and store. The study 
includes a review of previous studies and experiences, together with the solutions 
proposed to resolve difficulties. The study describes the development of multiple 
levels tents using the technique of metal scaffolding and a proposed plan for such 
an installation. The study also contains illustrations of all aspects of the idea. 
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This work studies the possibility of using a regular bus system for organizing the 
transfer of pilgrims from Turkey. The study includes identifying the views of the 
pilgrims concerning such a system and assessing its economic feasibility, together 
with considering operational and environmental issues. The chapters cover the 
following aspects: the characteristics of pilgrims and their age, their level of 
education, the number of times they have performed the Hajj, their religious 
doctrine, and the distance they live from Arafat.

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Study of the Movement of Pilgrims and Alrajmin around the 
Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  Using a Simulation Model to 
Acquire Optimal Operational Efficiency for this Region 
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Description 
This study attempts to identify the characteristics of Alrajmin and the movement of 
pilgrims, using a simulation model based on the new situation of the bridge 
Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  . The study estimates the area’s ability to absorb pilgrims 
compared to the characteristics of the movement of pilgrims around the Alrajmin 
Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat) . The results of the study show that it is more difficult to 
throw from the ground floor than it is to throw from the upper floor of the bridge. 
The study’s recommendations are divided into those that refer to regulations and 
those that are operational; this section includes recommendations on guidance and 
information, engineering and general issues. 
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The intention of this study is to determine the extent of the application of 
scientifically recognised design standards for the disabled throughout the Mosque 
and the effectiveness of these designs. The researcher surveyed the current status of 
access and facilities for the disabled in the Holy Mosque and carried out 
observations during the month of Ramadan, 1417 H. The study included coverage 
of previous studies, the design of a scientific survey for the identification of 
elements in the Mosque, a screening and evaluation of standards for the disabled, 
and explored the views of the heads of Hajj and Umrah, together with some 
disabled persons and officials. 
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This study identifies and analyses the relationship between the patterns of land use 
and the Hajj rites in terms of both space and functions. It also examines the 
movement of pilgrims on foot at Muna, and considers the development of a model 
for the future to examine the relationship between land use and pedestrians. The 
researcher used previous studies on this topic, as well as the allocation of land for 
the institutions concerned with local pilgrimage organisations and Hamalat Al-
Hajj. The study recommends taking advantage of the mountain areas surrounding 
Muna to increase the populated area and to prevent overstaying; it also suggests the 
introduction of a policy to discourage such large numbers of pilgrims. 
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The research aimed to arrange, through pilgrims’ institutions abroad, a priority 
system to regulate the frequency of buses by examining the pilgrimages during 
Hajj 1415 H. and Hajj 1416 H. The study included consideration of the elements 
necessary to make such arrangements among various institutions. These elements 
included the particular characteristics of these institutions and factors such as 
pilgrims’ details, their educational levels, the number of times they had performed 
the Hajj, and places where baggage could be handled. The results indicated that 
these institutions could be arranged according to priority in terms of  frequency of 
buses and so could start with South-East Asia and South Asia, to be followed by 
Arab countries, then Africa, then Iran, with finally, pilgrims from inside Saudi 
Arabia. 
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After the success of an experiment  using buses to transport Turkish pilgrims from 
Arafat to Mzdfih in the Hajj season, 1416 H, a similar project was carried out in 
1417 H. in order to: develop of the bus transport system from Arafat to Mzdfih; to 
implement a bus service to take pilgrims from Muna to Arafat; that compatible 
with Al-traddiah plans and taking pilgrims from Makkah by buses. The project 
covered the following in its chapters: the organisational structure of such a system; 
the management plan for operating the buses; the road management plan; plans for 
raising awareness of the system; training and contingency plans, construction and 
processing arrangements; and financial requirements. 
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This study deals with the problem of housing pilgrims in the holy places in general 
and at Muna in particular. This considers the establishment of a comprehensive 
vision and plan to achieve a balance between the internal, external and general 
requirements of the holy places. The study included the following sections: the 
determinants and needs for accommodation for pilgrims at the holy places; future 
projections of the accommodation that will be needed in the holy places; the 
development of accommodation in these places; and the general strategy for the 
accommodation of pilgrims. The study included two supplements: the first 
considered means of supplying temporary shelter and means of accommodation, 
and the second examined fire safety during the pilgrimage. 
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This study aims to describe the bus system used by the institution of civil Matove 
pilgrims from South-East Asia and how this benefits from current methods and 
equipment. The study contains the following chapters: determining the current 
arrangements for transporting pilgrims, the criteria to be used for the planning of 
the transfer of pilgrims to buses, transport alternatives for pilgrims, together with a 
discussion and evaluation of alternatives. The study contains attachments in 
addition to a list of references. 
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The aim of this study was to determine the actual usage of services by pilgrims, to 
assess the level of services currently provided to the pilgrims in the holy places by 
comparing local levels with similar international activities, and to assess the level 
of services in the holy places, from the point of view of quantity and quality, as far 
as the pilgrims themselves are concerned. The research tools used included: an 
inventory of the existing services, noting the conduct of the registered service users 
and questionnaires addressed to the pilgrims to obtain their views on the services 
provided. The study was carried out in Muna over a number of days during 
Altcherik (10-12 Dhul Hijjah) and was confined to considering the water, 
telephone and mail services. The findings were as follows: there was a lack of 
places provided for waiting for toilets at Muna, 74% of the sample used telephone 
services, and the average time spent using post offices was 2.4 minutes. The study 
recommended increasing the number of telephone boxes for international liaison. 
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This study aimed to assess the success of using tents to house pilgrims in Muna by 
considering previous studies that examined engineering aspects, environmental 
aspects, and the views of users. The results of this study indicated that because the 
quality of the tents has risen, this is an appropriate system to house pilgrims in the 
holy places. The study suggests, therefore, that it is advisable to consider 
increasing the capacity of this project in the future. 
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 The objective of this study was to determine to what extent design standards for 
the disabled are applied and scientifically accepted throughout the Mosque, and 
how frequently and easily these are used by the disabled to determine their 
effectiveness. The study surveyed the current situation at the Holy Mosque during 
the month of Ramadan 1417 and 1418 H. In terms of research methods, the study 
reviewed previous designs to identify what scientific surveys had been carried out 
on different elements of the Mosque, it examined and evaluated the design 
standards for the disabled, and explored verbally the views of the heads of Hajjs 
and Umrah, together with those of some disabled people and officials. 
In the second chapter, the researcher considers elements of worship for the disabled 
in terms of design while Chapter Three contains an evaluation of the current 
situation at Al-Haram Mosque. The researcher presents a set of general and 
specific recommendations as well as recommending the establishment of a disable 
centre in the Al-Haram Mosque. The study contains a set of photographs and a list 
of references, as well as supplements to the study.  
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 This study highlights a project that developed tents for use at Muna and attempts 
to study their performance in a logical and scientific way in terms of their direct 
impact on the behaviour of the individual and of society as a result of their privacy, 
safety, comfort and ability to allow movement. The study carried out a 
comprehensive assessment of performance the tents in the project by including an 
evaluation of the following: the space qualitative; the privacy of the individual 
inside the tent; the sense of security; the available services; the ease of access to the 
tent; the architecture of the elements; and the features of the tent itself. The study 
then considered what pilgrims felt about the overall performance and efficiency of 
the tents after settling into them. The study includes a set of results that show that 
the developed tents were remarkably successful since they were as efficient as 
traditional tents; a set of recommendations was also included.   
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The objective of the study is to consider the possibility of preventing the entry of 
vehicles with a capacity of less than 25 passengers to the holy places. This was 
achieved by examining the available information, reports or committee records 
from the past ten years in order to forecast the movement of traffic if vehicles 
which carry less than 25 passengers were replaced with small, large or double-
decker buses and then carrying out a comparative statistical extrapolation. The 
study presented a set of results which were specifically concerned with: the 
movement of vehicles between Arafat and Mzdfih, and between Mzdfih and Muna; 
the journey times; delays; and parking at Mzdlfh. The work assessed the expected 
improvement if vehicles with a capacity of less than 25 passengers were prevented 
from entering the holy places in terms of operational, economic, environmental and 
social aspects. In addition to the results, recommendations stressed the need to 
expand alternative transportation systems that would limit the numbers of vehicles, 
such as more frequent bus transport and encouraging pilgrims to walk, especially 
home pilgrims who have services provided and means to support them if they 
walk.  
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The objective of this study is to set standards for services for pilgrims to the Holy 
City by identifying the actual rates of the pilgrims’ use of these services, together 
with an assessment of the level of service in order to compare the global and local 
levels of service for similar activities.  
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The objective of this study was to assess the current and future demand for 
transport between Mahbs Al-Gen and Kudai, and Al-Haram in order to identify the 
characteristics and other available means of transportation, together with the 
economic and environmental feasibility of each of these means of transport. The 
researcher recommended the Balmonorel Airomovil transportation system which 
he felt was appropriate because of its operational feasibility, and its environmental 
and economic position to serve Mahbs Al-Gen and Kudai. The Al-Nagl Al-Gmaee 
transport company could benefit from this project and the researcher developed 
methods for its use in the study’s recommendations.  
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The study is intended to measure the performance of services, facilities and method 
of treatment provided by the local pilgrim’s institutions to their pilgrims in Makkah 
in 1420 H. and then is provided to address the perception, and improving the 
performance of these institutions, the study also included on the agendas of 
clarification.  
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The study is intended to gauge the views of the local pilgrims and provide them 
with housing services in Muna, to identifying the needs of local pilgrims of water, 
as well as places of ablution and others, to identify possible alternatives to the work 
of the partitioning between the tents, especially between men and women, 
determining the actual needs of the local organizations of the electric power, and to 
identify alternatives offered by some institutions in the field of home use of the 
existing space available inside the tents developed. The study included community 
organizations in addition to the local pilgrims to the pilgrims who made pilgrims 
with other local pilgrims in the Hajj season in 1421 H., as well as the owners of e 
competence of engineers and architects who made pilgrims with some local 
pilgrims in the Hajj season. The study came to the urgent need to develop some 
basic equipment necessary at the sites of the local pilgrims and inside the tents 
developers, in particular, and equipment are : increasing the number of toilets and 
improve its kind, arrangement of magnetic separation between tents, increased 
power and more secure areas by arranging shelves inside the tents.

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Description 
This study examines the distribution of government services at Arafat during the 
pilgrimage season, 1423 H. It considers the number and spread of these services 
and their relationship with other elements of land use within the legal boundaries of 
the holy place by using geographic information systems in order to examine both 
spatial and descriptive information. The study is divided into four sections: the first 
section contains an introduction to the subject, a review of the problem situation 
and a review of the previous studies, then an outline of the objectives, the 
limitations of the work and the approach taken to achieve the goals. Section II 
deals with building geographic information systems while Section III deals with 
the analysis of information collected in the area and the geographical distribution 
of the services. Section IV contains the results of the study and makes a number of 
recommendations.  
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Description 
Shortage of space and the density of crowds play an influential role in causing 
unfortunate accidents, especially at the Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  (stone throwing). 
This study followed an analytical and descriptive approach based on previous 
studies in collecting information to analyse the amount of space available at the 
holy place of Muna and the Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  (during the stone-throwing). 
The study seeks to identify the possible causes of crowding and the negative 
impact of this on pilgrims, in order to find solutions by putting forward engineering 
proposals and/or by introducing strict regulations.  
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Description 
This study focuses on sites in Arafat where accidents occurred in terms of 
information gathered in previous studies and via fieldwork. It appeared that the 
reason for such accidents were a result of the large-scale movement of pilgrims 
from Arafat to Muna. Many of these pilgrims were keen to perform noon prayers 
(Al-Thur and Al-Aser) in the Namira Mosque and visit the Mount of Mercy and so 
a large crowd amassed on the borders of holy Arafat awaiting for Nafrah; there was 
a great deal of random movement. One important technical and organisational 
reason for the large crowds that gather in Arafat is because there is no 
comprehensive scheme that takes into account the physical and environmental 
requirements for so many to pass. This is coupled with the low capacity of roads 
and footpaths to accommodate so many, the many intersections at the entrances 
and exits, poor management and traffic plans, and the intermixing of pedestrians 
with vehicles. The study concluded that engineering and management proposals 
and solutions should focus on the need to develop a comprehensive plan for Arafat, 
redesigning the entrances, exits and intersections, and planning, establishing and 
expanding footpaths.  
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Description 
Arches play an important role in increasing the capacity for places of prayer in the 
Holy Mosque but, with the absence of openings for air to pass into the spaces 
around theses arches and the lower ceilings at ground floor level, alternative 
solutions needed to be found to ventilate arches in Holy Mosque. The study 
recommended that the arches should be adapted and included a detailed study for 
the selection of the most appropriate solution. It also included research using aerial 
photography and tables of results.  
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The Institute of the Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques has been a champion 
throughout its history of the interests of the Holy Mosque by supporting many 
varied research studies to increase the efficiency of the use of the Holy Mosque. 
The Institute is overseeing and giving priority to the work of completing a detailed, 
three-dimensional model of the Holy Mosque in addition to commissioning this 
research and other studies. The remaining elements of the Mosque’s interior are 
now in advanced stages so the work is nearing completion. This research also 
includes many drawings. 
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This work follows up the operation of a bus transport system to the holy places for 
pilgrims from Turkey, Europe, America and Australia, and for pilgrims from 
Southeast Asia during the Hajj season, 1424 H. The study reviews the operational 
plans for transporting pilgrims around the holy places; it includes a data collection 
and analysis, and finally offers recommendations. The study includes tables and 
illustrations.  
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The study addresses findings resulting from a programme of surveillance and 
random surveys of vehicles and buses used to transport pilgrims on the 9th of the 
month of Dhul Hijjah (1425 H.) on the Arafat ring road No. 2 and at the entrance to 
Arafat via the University of Um Al-Qura (Alabedih). This survey aims to give a 
general idea of the overall situation regarding vehicles and buses on the roads at 
this time in terms of the age of the vehicle, condition of the vehicles, and the nature 
of the exhaust fumes given off by the vehicle. The study also gives an idea of how 
many of these vehicles break down or are involved in accidents during the ascent 
to Arafat, the kind of disruption this causes, the impact of such 
breakdowns/accidents on the general movement of traffic (i.e. congestion), and the 
damage caused to the surrounding environment. In addition, the study attempts to 
identify the causes of such situations and their relationships with mechanically 
unsound public vehicles.  
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The study examines the operation of the bus transport system and its frequency in 
the holy places from the point of view of pilgrims from the Foundation of Turkey 
and the Foundation of South-East Asia. The study collected data concerning the 
transport system by using the bandwidths the two pilgrims’ foundations and also 
by counting the number of buses on the roads (the northern 9 and 8, and the new 
road). The timing/frequency of transport, the number of passengers and pilgrims 
descending from the buses, and the journey times were all measured for the 
services from Arafat to Mzdfih and Muna.  
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The study aims to find out what requirements are necessary to educate pilgrims 
visiting the Holy Mosque to throw Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  and considers the best 
means of raising awareness in this area. The study was conducted using a random 
sample of pilgrims to the Holy Mosque, residents in Muna, and those who have 
thrown Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat) , giving a total sample of 1345 pilgrims. A 
questionnaire was used as a tool for gathering information.  
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The research aims to develop proposals for outline plans for Altvuij by identifying 
what possibilities and opportunities currently exist in order to select the best 
alternative scenarios for future development. This is being carried out through the 
formation of a working group of researchers from the Custodian of the Two Holy 
Mosques Institute for Hajj Research and development researchers from the holy 
places in Makkah and Medina. The team has also met some groups of field service 
personnel from Atwafa to identify areas for development for the Altvuij from the 
point of view of their experiences in the field, together with the difficulties they 
face in practice. The report outlines the importance of Altvuij, the current status of 
programmes and proposals in this area, what can be done to overcome the 
difficulties, and some concepts and proposals to develop and increase the 
effectiveness of the Altvuij application programmes. The report concludes that the 
success of Altvuij depends on the system of providing equipment, programmes and 
services that will integrate with each other in order to achieve full cooperation 
between service providers, pilgrims and all other “actors” in the pilgrimage.

This study aimed to build such a computerised 
simulation model using Slam 2 language for the analysis of two production lines in 
the Wadi Al-Nar slaughterhouse in order to create operations of optimal efficiency. 
The study found that the energy absorption lines erosion of the ideal camels hand 
in the time available for legitimate 19,000 camels are slaughtered. The study 
recommended that a feasibility study should be carried out to determine the actual 
demand for camels and the capacity of the barns to store slaughtered camels. 
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The objective of this report is to control radiological levels, during periods such as 
the Hajj season, in order to preserve the security and safety of pilgrims. The study 
therefore recorded radiation levels in the city of Makkah and in the Holy Places by 
carrying out a radiation survey of the air and in the soil, considering specifically 
the quality and quantity of radiation present in various environmental facilities. 
The report describes the presence of Gamma radiation in the middle of the tunnel 
and in some suburbs of Makkah and the Holy Places and compares these with 
results from Gamma radiation surveys in certain other foreign countries. The study 
also includes a report on the analysis from radon detectors in tunnel of Makkah and 
the Holy Places. The report makes a series of recommendations, such as opening 
windows for ventilation in the Namira Mosque each month to get rid of the 
accumulated radon concentrated inside the mosque. 
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This study was aimed at preparing statistics regarding the holy sacrifices, the 
possibility of making use of these and their impact on environmental health, 
especially since no studies have been carried out since 1403 H. This work was 
carried out in two main phases. The first was completed on the day before the 
sacred slaughter and concentrated on the views of the pilgrims and what they felt 
should be done with the sacred.The second phase was carried out after the pilgrims 
left Arafat in order to understand what had in fact been done regarding the sacred. 
The results of this study showed that 69.7% of the sample had been sacred and 
43% of pilgrims had sacrificed as part of the "Adahi" project.  
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This study aimed to examine the atmospheric environment at Nabawi Sharif 
Mosque and the surrounding area for a period of five consecutive weeks with 
regard to microbiological contaminants. Samples were taken at Al-fager, Al-Esha 
and at Friday prayers in different locations within and outside the Nabawi Sharif 
Mosque. The results of the study show that the quantity of microbes is low if 
compared to the numbers of worshippers at Nabawi Sharif Mosque. 
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This study aimed to determine the extent of injury or disease, such as Brucellosis, 
in sacred animals, whether they had been imported or domestically bred. The study 
also highlighted those countries which export animals carrying disease in order to 
avoid importing these animals. The study aimed to identify the extent of the 
effectiveness of methods used to prevent the entry of infected animals and also 
preventive veterinary methods used for domestic animals. One of the most 
important ways is to use diagnostic tests to identify the presence of germs in the 
blood of humans and animals which prevent coagulation and attack immune 
systems. The researchers provided many recommendations for both imported and 
domestic animals, as well as offering advice for workers and pilgrims concerning 
the slaughter of animals. 
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This study aimed to examine the pollution of the air in the tunnels of Makkah and 
the holy places during the Hajj season, 1415 H. The highest concentration of 
pollutants in the air was found to be at the King Fahd tunnel, while this was less 
pronounced in the Ejiad tunnel. The results of the study showed that there is a 
direct correlation between the concentration of air pollutants and the increase in the 
number of vehicles and traffic flow within the tunnels. There is also a relationship 
between the accumulation of carbon monoxide and the temperature. This 
accumulation depends on the time of day. For example, afternoons are more badly 
affected than the evenings which indicates that a ventilation system is required 
commensurate with the two periods. 
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The research aims to identify the best methods for raising the awareness of 
pilgrims in the countries of Malaysia and Indonesia. The researcher selected these 
two nations as they have been pioneers in this field. The research also describes 
and discusses the quality and content of the programmes these two countries use to 
raise  pilgrims’awareness, as well as the methods and means used to implement the 
programmes. The field study took place during the Hajj season in 1415 H. The 
results reveal that pilgrims benefit greatly from awareness and outreach 
programmes as these confirm the reality of the Hajj being a great pilgrimage. The 
methods used concentrate on lectures and practical handbooks for the most part. 
The researcher also put forward some proposals for a comprehensive awareness 
plan, together with its requirements and methods for its implementation. 
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This report assesses the new arrangements regarding the slaughter of meat during 
Hajj in terms of the level of compliance of sheep traders with legal requirements, 
and the health of the meats produced. The report examines the obstacles which 
prevent the benefits of the meat and the sacred Huda from being distributed and 
attempts to develop practical solutions that will lead an expansion of this 
experiment. The report also seeks to limit the actual numbers of sheep and goats 
that would be brought to alternative places of slaughter.

This study reported on the bacterial analysis of certain types of food handled in the 
Holy Places during the pilgrimage season and considered the extent of the danger 
of these practices to public health.

Description 
During the Hajj season, 1422 H., 301 sacrifices of sheep and 71 camels were 
examined for the toxoplasmosis infection. These were imported from Australia or 
Sudan, or were bred locally (dynasty Naimi). The checks were made by taking a 
sample direct from the lymph nodes, liver and spleen, and form meat from the 
midriff and thigh. These tests showed the existence of infection in the lymph nodes 
of 8 sheep and a number of camels; tests carried out using a centrifuge proved the 
presence of the infection in 10 sheep and 5 camels. Testing the the spleen and 
midriff found no infection using either of the methods. The study revealed that 
5.98% of imported and local sheep and 11.26% of camels were infected with the 
disease. The study also recorded observations and recommendations about the 
seriousness of this disease and noted the importance of raising the awareness of 
pilgrims, as well as educating workers in the field of medical services and 
environmental health about the work that is necessary for the coming season’s 
pilgrimage.

Description 
The aim of this study is to examine the effect of using water used for washing at 
different temperatures as a means of reducing bacterial contamination in the 
carcasses of sheep and the sacred Huda. Research has shown that this method 
effectively reduces bacterial contamination. The study recommends reducing 
contamination in slaughtered animals by tightening controls on production lines 
and then by removing any visible contamination quickly using a knife and laundry 
water under pressure before bacteria can make contact with the carcase. Finally, 
the study suggests that, in order to be effective, the slaughtered animals must be 
exposing to water vapour at temperatures between 82 to 90 Celsius. The study 
includes illustrative images and tables.

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Description 
The current study highlights the extent of pollution and the quality of various 
modern methods of slaughter during the slaughtering process, and the cleanliness 
of the hands of workers and machinery and tools used. The farm of bacteria have 
been don to those samples. A selection of disinfectants examined to test the extent 
of their impact on the bacterial species that were isolated. The study recommended 
that slaughterhouses should be cleaned before and after slaughtering using strong 
disinfectants.  
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Air samples to test for bacteria and fungal spores were taken from both a hospital 
an external environment in the capital during the holy Hajj, 1422 H. The aim of the 
study was to identify any contamination floating in the environment and then, to 
test the effectiveness of the air filter machine Sartorios, to compare this with air 
filtered by a traditional dish. Seven places were examined: tents in Muna and in 
Arafat, slaughterhouses in the area of the Carbuncles, spending, footpaths and 
toilet areas were selected, as well as certain places in hospitals, to test for the 
presence of microbes such as pathogenic aureus. Niomonia Klebisila and 
Airginoya Siodomonas discovered that, using a traditional dish air filter resulted in 
fewer colonies of bacteria and fungi when compared with using a Sartorios engine 
air filter where there was much more exposure than in a traditional appliance. 
Thus, the study suggested that this method was likely to cause more illness and that 
therefore traditional dish air filters are more appropriate. It also stated that more 
research nad education on cleaning techniques are required.  
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The research aimed to test the effectiveness of air conditioners (Altbakhiri) by 
evaluating their performance in the desert holy places at Muna with a view to 
improving their efficiency. Readings were taken in the pilgrims’ crowded tents 
where it was found that most pilgrims were unaware of humidity. The study 
included a number of forms and explanatory tables.  
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A Survey of Razors and Tools and their Potential 
Contribution to the Transmission of the Hepatitis Viruses 
During Hajj 
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During the Hajj 1423 H, 159 Moss razor blades were collected and 584 blood 
samples from head shaving were surveyed. In addition, 20 PAP Moss tools for 
holding the blades were also analysed, as well as random samples taken from 
pilgrims under Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  Bridge. These samples came form a total 
of 44 pilgrims from both Arab and non-Arab countries, including pilgrims from 
Asia, Africa, Europe and Australia. The survey drew attention to the high incidence 
of viral Hepatitis C among the pilgrims of Saudi and Pakistani descent which may 
be explained by pilgrims using razor blades without taking the necessary 
precautions leading to an increase in the incidence of this disease. The results also 
considered the potential role of Moss blades in the transmission of the Hepatitis C 
virus among the pilgrims.  
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The study sought to identify the kinds of bacterial contamination and the extent of 
their spread in different locations inside and outside the Holy Mosque, during the 
month of Ramadan, 1423 H. Samples were taken from the number 11 position and 
included elements of the walls, pillars, barriers, electric fans, air-conditioners, 
water coolers, water tanks, carpets, cleaning tools, dustbins and repositories for 
keeping funds and footwear. Six types of bacteria were isolated from 148 samples 
which were found to be polluted from a total 420 samples. These samples were 
collected from sites largely populated by males and it was found that an average of 
35.2% of samples showed evidence of pollution, all of which was bacterial. It was 
found that cleaning tools had the highest levels of pollution at 70%, while the least 
polluted sites were water tanks, with a pollution level of 18.3%. The bacterial 
contamination of the sites includes the following species: the Alcoreini microbe, 
Alsobhi, Albastirila, Alclespsila and finally, the Alsodomonas microbe. The study 
recommended preserving the cleanliness of the place and improving personal 
hygiene; it mentioned a number of powerful disinfectants: Caldetol , Altiaden, and 
Mutahar of Dak with concentrated Almenamih.  
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This research study considered ways of controlling air pollution by periodically 
measuring and assessing the quality of the air in order to identify the quantity of air 
pollutants from different sources. Also, by studying and analysing air samples, the 
work studied the effects of weather on the distribution and dispersion of pollutants. 
The research recommended developing devices to carry out environmental 
monitoring.  
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This study aimed to isolate the Allijionela bacteria in water distribution systems, 
such as water-cooling spray guns etc, located in Makkah and the holy places. The 
study also intended to isolate bacteria from patients with acute pneumonia 
(Aleniomonia), which gave negative results for tuberculosis. Clinical samples were 
collected from the Ministry of Health hospitals: Hera General Hospital, Nour 
Hospital, King Faisal Hospital, and the King Abdul Aziz General Hospital. All 
clinical samples and Thoudenha were kept at a temperature of 35 degrees Celsius 
for a period of 2-3 days in the presence of carbon dioxide gas. Alserm Alaliza were 
also examined in order to detect the presence of antibodies. In the total number of 
Ijionela samples, 133 clinical samples were collected. The majority of patients 
(63%) were in the 50 to 70 years age group, 62.4% (83 patients in all) were males 
and 37.6% (N=50) were females.  
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This study looked first at, firstly, tests for the detection of toxic elements (Al-
Rasas), specifically found in types of antimony available in the commercial market 
and in common use. Secondly, it carried out a qualitative analysis to discover the 
basic components of antimony and categorised these as organic or inorganic. 
Thirdly, a quantitative analysis was undertaken to estimate the concentration of 
toxic elements and other chemicals to determine the chemical composition of 
samples in order to analyse these to European public technology standards, as well 
as to examine the probability of certain types of antimony being a major 
component in lead. The fourth section offered a comparison of types of antimony 
and extracting samples, before making recommendations to exclude its use to 
avoid its harmful effects on health, to promote consumer protection, and to fight 
against commercial fraud, if substances were found to be contaminated with heavy 
elements.  
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This study explained the extent of the presence of Tofail scabies and its spread in 
sheep and goats (whether imported or locally bred) received for slaughter in a 
modern Balmaisam during the pilgrimage season 1423 H. The study examined this 
over the three days of Altcherik and found that 63 infected animals had been 
isolated from the total number of 2220 animals (sheep and goats). The research 
also included advice from both educators and entrepreneurs specialising in sheep 
ranching, on how to prevent scabies and treat sick animals by using pesticides 
available commercially in the local markets. It also considered the identification of 
types of ecto-parasites, in particular, types of scabies and places of infection on the 
body of animals. The study highlighted the extent of the effects of scabies on an 
infected animal’s health and how this affected its slaughter in terms of the Rights 
Commission. Furthermore, it indicated methods used to treat and eradicate this 
disease, and then offered recommendations to those quarters responsible for the 
import and purchase of animals for slaughter, clarifying the seriousness of parasitic 
diseases, especially scabies, imported from foreign animals.  
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the Sacrifices and Sacred Huda, Hajj 1423 H.  
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This research carried out a pilot study to assess the presence of antibiotics and 
hormones in sacrificed meat and in the sacred Huda. For this purpose, samples 
were taken of muscles and reports of incidents were noted regarding the sacrifices 
and sacred Huda meat (Jamal, cows, sheep) from the various abattoirs.  
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The objectives of this study were to study diseases carried in some water deposits 
and in sacred Huda animals. The results showed that 16% of imported camels 
carried disease in their water bags or in their fertility bags, while 6% carried 
disease in water bags in the lung. It also recommended conducting research surveys 
to determine the cause of the spread of such disease in larger groups of camels, 
cows, sheep and goats in Saudi Arabia.  
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The research considers environmental and noise pollution in order to attempt to 
improve the environment. In particular, the research studied the environmental 
conditions inside the spaces in the tunnel in the small market in terms of sources of 
noise inside the tunnel, the size and types of noise resulting from such sources, and 
then sought to identify the most influential sources of noise pollution. The various 
activities that took place in the tunnel were also studied, together with the time 
individuals were exposed to such noise in order to determine whether, for those 
time periods, the noise level was a threat to the health of users of this tunnel.  
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99 samples were collected from 18 regions within Makkah and bacteriological 
examinations were carried out on these using ultraviolet and other tests in order to 
detect bacteria such as types of Alcoloneh, Alahurchia Alcoloneh Coli and other 
species. The water submitted for testing was also classified to authenicate these 
samples as Zam Zam waters from the sites located as genuine. After testing and 
inspection, the following findings resulted: 72.73% of the total number of samples 
were authenticated as Zam Zam water; 18.18% of the total number of samples 
were not Zam Zam waters and did not conform to the quality and classification as 
proper desalinated drinking water from the system or from hygienic water stations; 
9.09% of the total number of samples were not genuine Zam Zam waters from 
classified wells; and 11.11% of the total number of water samples were unfit for 
drinking because of chemical contamination due to human factors or problems 
during storage, transportation or packing.  
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Conditions in the Holy Mosque are completely different from other areas in terms 
of waste management with severe variations in the quantities of waste generated by 
the pilgrims; this ranged from 28 to 134 tons per day in the holy month of 
Ramadan in 1424 H and this makes designing a system for the efficient 
management of waste difficult. In addition, there is the problem of massive 
overcrowding inside the area and in the squares in all the central regions and, for 
this reason, it is essential to develop alternative methods of waste management. 
The first area of development is to find an alternative method for the collection and 
transfer of this waste as it has been found that the air transport through the tannal is 
the best system for the transportation of waste from the Haram al-Sharif mosque. 
Secondly, an alternative method of disposing of such waste products must be 
developed instead of dumping them in the environment as this leads to economic 
loss rather than benefit. Furthermore, this spoils the environment and causes 
pollution of groundwater, air and soil. Ways can be found to recycle this waste to 
produce new products which is the best solution both economically and 
environmentally.  
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Aureus bacteria are the most important types of bacteria that affect humans and so 
the continuing problem of the spread of these bacteria within communities or 
hospitals is a priority for sectors interested in community health. This anxiety has 
been increased with the spread of strains resistant to Mischlen since these bacteria 
cause blood poisoning associated with high mortality rates ranging between 11- 
43%.  
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The research aims to understand and interpret information in order to carry out a 
quantitative analysis of groundwater, assessing the presence of highly toxic heavy 
elements such as lead, cadmium, copper and manganese. The study’s focus is on, 
firstly, the public water systems (these results will be published in scientific 
journals) and, secondly, water systems to private homes, as well as carrying out 
analysis of groundwater for domestic use and water from wells used for drinking 
water. The research includes a number of illustrative tables.  
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This study examines how widespread the aureus bacteria, pathogenic bacteria, 
salmonella and the hepatitis virus were in workers in restaurants in Makkah during 
the Hajj season, 1424 H, and attempts to understand the danger associated with the 
microbes that can be picked up from edible products. The results of the study 
confirm that there is an urgent need to review the procedures involved in granting 
health certificates; it also advises that vaccinations should be carried out against the 
hepatitis (a) virus, and that attempts to raise awareness of health issues should 
focus on the practices involved in dealing with food.  
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The study aimed to determine: 1.) the impact of the heat of a range of oils; 2.) 
whether metal releases acids in the oils before and after use; 3.) the maximum 
duration of the oil’s use before it becomes largely ineffective; 4.) the damage to 
health associated with high acidity levels in oils; 5.) the extent of the use of animal 
and chemical additives (oxidants).

Description 
The Rift Valley Fever virus is one of the most deadly animal viruses; it also has a 
devastating effect on the health of humans. The disease spreads easily via 
mosquitoes so those responsible for health issues are striving to reduce the spread 
of this virus in order to preserve the health of citizens and visitors to Makkah. 
Research is needed to detect the extent of the presence of the virus and so, in order 
to maintain the health of citizens and residents in all parts of the Kingdom, as well 
as pilgrims to Makkah, approval has been granted for scientific work to be 
undertaken for the early detection of the virus using modern biotechnological 
techniques available in the fields of molecular biology and genetic engineering.  
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In this study, 374 blood samples were collected from sheep of the Alsoakni and 
Barbari strains imported from Sudan and Somalia; these were made available at the 
modern Al-Maisam abattoir during the Hajj season, 1424 H. All these samples 
were separated Alserm and tested Alros Bengal (i.e. via compaction). The results 
showed that there were 29 (7.75%) positive samples, with 21 samples being 
strongly and 8 being only weakly positive. Alaliz was used as a confirmatory 
commercial test for the replacement of anti Galobin.  Results from the Balagnam 
tests showed there were 24 positive samples, with 5 of the samples, which had 
earlier tested positive, testing negative with this test. Replacing the anti-human 
Kelobin with Zoo Walkate user has been an examination Alaliza to 71 samples 
tested negative Alrosingal and, using the sensitive Alaliza method, 82.8% of 
samples were found to be positive compared to a negative ratio of 73.2% 55.8% 
Alene'eh.  
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Meat produced within the slaughterhouses concerned with this project is high 
quality meat while meat handled outside the official abattoirs poses a threat to 
public health and the environment. This research recommends the distribution of 
meat and sacred Huda that is known to be healthy, properly produced and well 
refrigerated by official producers, contained in closed, resistant bags, and not in 
open plastic bags as is normally the case. The study also recommends tightening 
controls over places where slaughters take place and over vehicles used to carry 
meat to ensure that this meat does not reach street vendors.  
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This research considers the relationship between the climate and ultraviolet 
radiation on the exposed area of "Mona" due to the solar azimuth angle. It was 
found that the quantity of ultraviolet radiation increased as solar azimuth angle 
became more acute> The research also studied the impact of changes in weather 
conditions on the quantity of UV where it was found that reductions in sunlight 
played an active role in reducing the quantity of ESA (What is ESA?) on the 
exposed area of Mona. This decreased to about 33 watts per square metre after 
reaching 39 watts per square metre in days without clouds. The study also 
considered changes in levels of ultraviolet radiation with changes in levels of 
certain gases emitted from transport, as a result of the interactions between 
chemicals and in particular the Gas Layer surface. The researchers found that there 
is a strong connection between increased levels in the Gas Layer and solar UV-B 
radiation. In Japan, this value is about (0.5) in the case of nitrogen oxide (NO), 
especially at midday, and it is thought that most of the sources of this NO gas 
emanates from non-solar radiation, such as fuel combustion, resulting from the 
exhaust systems of transport vehicles located in Mona and in other area. 
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The objective of this study was to examine the hypothesis that upper respiratory 
diseases, or at least a large percentage of them, are caused largely by sensitivity to 
infection (allergies) and not just by microbial infection. Two groups were selected 
for the study in public hospitals in Mecca and in hospitals in the holy places. These 
were: Ajyad General Hospital, Nour Hospital, King Faisal Hospital, King Abdul 
Aziz Hospital, and Medical University. The study proved that the first cause of 
upper respiratory diseases, which represent a large part of health problems, are 
caused by sensitivity to bacterial or viral infection, as the study hypothesised.  
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The study focuses on the existing provision of quality controls for domestic and/or 
imported pharmaceuticals, whether this is carried out using Luniah or through new, 
innovative spectral methods. The study compared these methods statistically using 
accredited means and reached the conclusion that the existing methods offer results 
in line with what is constitutionally required from a statistical standpoint but differ, 
with rates ranging from 3% to 10%, from what is required by codes of practice in 
terms of the samples themselves. This can be attributed to two reasons:  1- the 
production process and the lack of control during processing; 2- the processes of 
storage and ventilation which are not in line with specifications. In particular, in 
terms of the efficiency of quality control methods, it was found that there are now 
fewer errors in the most the recent production but increases where warnings to 
“keep away” from products are concerned. The research recommends outlining 
requirements for the storage and transport of pharmaceuticals, that packaging and 
ventilation specifications must be followed more closely in the industry, and that 
medicines should carry information concerning the likely results and side effects to 
be expected from taking it.  
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Identifying the most common causes of sensitivities (allergies) is one of the most 
important ways of preventing upper respiratory diseases, which are diseases that 
affect many pilgrims who come to Makkah since, if these causes can be accurately 
identified, the incidence of upper respiratory diseases can be reduced. Addressing 
these diseases, (which include acute moisture in the membranes of the nose and 
acute conditions in the throat, pharynx and larynx), represents a heavy burden on 
the health services provided to Hjeij. The study aims accurately to identify the 
most common causes of such sensitivity, which will reflect positively on the 
application of methods to prevent and treat such conditions and to provide better 
health services for pilgrims, as well as rationalizing the use of medication which 
must be used efficiently in order to reduce the duration of such illnesses as far as 
possible, thereby reducing the pressure on hospitals and health services.  
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This study measured the average reflectivity (Albedo) of sunshine on various 
exposed surfaces in the Al&-Haram Mosque (i.e. white marble marble structures 

and red carpets), as well as that recorded on the roofs of the Holy Mosques (Arafa 
and Muna) in Makkah at different times. The study included ultraviolet readings 
(UV) (295-385 nm), total solar radiation (TSR) (305-2800 nm) and infrared (IR) 
(3500-50000 nm). The study was implemented during two periods in 1425 H, the 
first during the summer season for the Al- Haram Mosque, and the second during 
the pilgrimage season for the holy places in the same year. The study concluded 
that approximately a level of 45% of UV was recorded on exposed white marble, 
with the white colour reflecting a level of up to 70% towards the eyes of pilgrims 
to the Al-Harm while they were walking. However, this level increased to about 
114% in the case of infrared. This rise in the amount of radioactive emission is due 
to the long-range thermal wavelengths from the white marble roof which are high 
compared to those coming directly from the sky.  
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Rates of resistance to some of the most frequently found species of bacteria 
isolated in blood, such as Staphylococcus aureus or Escherichia coli, have now 
reached worrying levels. The results of this study demonstrate that, out of 1626 
cases of septicaemia identified during one year study, gram-positive organisms 
were involved in 56.6% of these cases with  coagulase-negative staphylococci and 
S. aureus being the most frequent.

The overall objective of this research was to provide better services to the Al-
Rahman guests in terms of waste disposal and the cleaning of bathrooms. The 
questionnaire used in this study contained a number of questions put to male 
pilgrims from the Gulf Cooperation Council; the report also contains a data 
analysis, an account of the findings, and recommendations.

Frequent visits were made to these locations during the month 
of Ramadan and Shawwal 1426 with an evaluation being made of the operations

This study also seeks to identify the role 
of educational institutions (schools, universities and institutes) and the role of non-
formal educational establishments (mosques, clubs and the media) in defining the 
objectives of the Manask pilgrimage. The survey was limited to 1411 and a sample 
of pilgrims from Arab countries located in North Africa, Egypt, Algeria and Libya 
initial segment by identifying and distributed to the pilgrims. 
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This study complements a previous one which considered reasons for the great 
density of passengers at King Abdul Aziz International Airport in Jeddah and the 
role of Al-Tvoej pilgrims in this phenomenon in 1409 H. The objective of the report 
was to study the extent of the role of Al-Tvoej in the transport of pilgrims from King 
Abdul Aziz Airport, in addition to learning the reasons for this density at the airport 
and finding suitable alternatives for the present time. The research data were 
collected through interviews conducted directly at the airport and at the Al-Tvoej 
pilgrim centres, as well as through field observations. 
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This study set out to show that the services provided by the institution of pilgrims in 
their residencies, in terms of furniture, ventilation and chilled water, lighting, 
security, cleaning equipment, and safety are of a good standard from the pilgrims’ 
point of view. Researchers were also of the opinion that those responsible for the 
tents in the institutions had not taken into account the necessity for giving accurate 
information about the cost of erecting the tents and taking care of their contents. The 
cost of one double tent (at a site in Arafat and at another in Muna), as shown in a 
previous study, varied considerably with the double tent costing SAR 385 in Arafat, 
as compared with 470 SAR in Muna. In a study carried out in 1411, this cost was 
SAR 752 per tent in Arafat and 769 SARs for the same kind of tent in Muna. The 
number of pilgrims per tent agreed with the number authorised by the instructions for 
pilgrims in each tent.

International Airport in Jeddah and proposes the most practical and best ways of 
completing these procedures in order to receive pilgrims. The report achieved this by 
examining data on the various factors influencing the reception of pilgrims by 
including information on 105 aircraft which transported around 26,000 pilgrims. The 
study also used data analysis and knowledge of the factors that had a statistical 
impact T  in order to put forward proposals for appropriate solutions. 
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The purpose of this study stems from researchers noting the existence of the 
phenomenon of Almftrichin under and over the bridge which leads to Al-Jamarat. 
The objective of the Almftrichin pilgrims is to throw stones at Al-Jamarat, which 
leads to severe damage. The phenomenon of Almftrichin has an impact on an area 
of civilised housing by creating damaged roads and runways and areas under 
bridges, in spite of the fact that there is adequate housing in different locations 
such as Muna. Thus, the phenomenon of Almftrichin has both an educational and 
psychological impact, as well as causing bottlenecks while Almftrichin pilgrims 
make their way to throw stones at Al-Jamarat. To overcome these problems, the 
pilgrims need to educated that such behaviour is contrary to the teachings of the 
Islamic Sharia, that it reflects poor behaviour for the pedestrians and breeds 
feelings of anxiety, turmoil and uncertainty. From the point of view of security, 
the infantry Almftrichin robbed, prevention of such behaviour and other aspects of 
damage to health or background, the study seeks firstly to identify the problems 
and then, through observations carried out during field visits, to prevent the 
Almftrichin pilgrims from staying too long in the Muna.

The study lasted three years and the research team used 
several methods to collect data, including scientific articles, field observation, and 
holding meetings and interviews with the civil institutions of Al-Delah at Al-
Medaina, with owners and with lessors.

This study examines the channels and communication systems used by Hajjis to 
gather a range of information concerning the current situation of the Hajj. 
Moreover, it seeks to find ways to improve and make more use of communications 
among Hajjis and discover problems related to this in the area of the holy places. 
This study recommends the production of videotapes and to describe the steps of the 
Hajj from beginning to end. The study also recommends producing a booklet to 
outline the Hajj process and work towards educating Hajjis before the Hajj season. 
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In the second part of this book, the researcher considers the following trades: 
drafting, plumbing, pottery, leather crafts,  using Saaf and palms fronds, and 
embroidery (for example, the embroidery and raw materials of the Kaaba, together 
with a history of embroidery). It also looks at changes to clothing and stages in 
industrialisation. 
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This guide includes information on all the hotels and homes (for rent) in Al-Medina 
during the holy month of Ramadan, 1414 H. It includes colour images of the site and 
a detailed map of how to reach it. It also includes information on the level or 
standard of the housing, the number of rooms, and an explanation of most of the 
services provided for visitors. 
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This study establishes a historical record of the evolution of many of the buildings 
and the named doors of the Holy Mosque. The study is concerned with registering 
the establishment and development of buildings around the Holy Mosque in Makkah, 
which had a direct impact on the building and the names of the doors of the Mosque 
itself. This study relies on an historical survey and descriptions of sections of the 
Mosque. The study also includes a number of figures and paintings. 
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This study aims to establish an historical record of the evolution of many of the 
buildings and the names of the doors of the Holy Mosque, in addition to registering 
the establishment and development of buildings around the Holy Mosque in Makkah, 
which had a direct impact on the building and the names of the doors of the Mosque 
itself. The study carried out an historical survey and offers a description of the doors 
of the Holy Mosque. The study includes the following sections: the doors of the 
Mosque since before Islam until the end of the Umayyad; sections of the Mosque 
during the Ottoman eras; a statistical study comparing the evolution of the names of 
the doors of the Mosque and the total number and capacity of the openings since 
before Islam until the first half of the 14th century. The study includes plans and 
paintings. 
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The researcher in this study encourages the preservation of the local heritage either 
in the form of techniques or by caring for this heritage which is part of the history of 
the place. The research is in three parts: The first part includes the two Herfah 
(masonry and carpentry) and the first chapter introduces the establishment of 
carpentry and handicrafts in Makkah. The second chapter illustrates the rise of 
handicrafts in Makkah while the third chapter examines crafts and artisans. The 
fourth chapter relates to the subject of research studies, Chapter Five looks at 
masonry in Makkah, and Chapter Six considers carpentry and hand-made crafts. In 
addition, the research includes a set of rare illustrations. 
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The objective of this study was to observe, via field trips inside the Holy Mosque and 
the surrounding area, a number of phenomena; these included both negative and 
positive behaviour, Cars were also counted at various visiting points. In addition to 
observations, photographic and inventory data were amassed at different periods 
(e.g. at Friday prayers, after the Al-aser prayers, and during and after the Al-trawih 
prayer). From the observations, the study concluded that worshippers of both sexes 
sit in the corridors, and on the roads and stairs, and left their luggage inside the Holy 
Mosque; they also overstayed causing congestion and left luggage in the squares and 
on manhole drainage and ventilation covers. 
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The objective of this study is not to address any particular problem or a health issue 
but is instead an attempt to review the efforts of governments and officials to address 
some of the health or social problems that existed over the period of the study. This 
historical study covers the health services provided before the establishment of the 
Ottoman Empire and the Two Holy Mosques and before the creation of the Arab 
Middle East. In addition, this study outlines the health services of the Two Holy 
Mosques and quarries and Karentinat, and the seasonal health services during the 
Ottoman era until the creation of the modern Saudi Arabia. 
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The research aims to identify the standards and specifications that may be available 
to house pilgrims, as well as the services and facilities provided in response to the 
Saudi pilgrims’ demands. This research also aims to identify the optimal model for 
accommodation for pilgrims which will meet the aspirations of Saudi citizens. It also 
identifies the obstacles and difficulties which prevent the establishment of suitable 
institutions to house Saudi pilgrims. 
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The goal of this research was to study the procedures in place to receive pilgrims at 
King Abdul Aziz International Airport in Jeddah and, using scientific methods, to 
propose ways of improving and making such procedures as efficient as possible. 
The research that was conducted during the pilgrimages in 1410 H. and 1412 H has 
been compared in this work with the results reached in this year's study (1414 H) of 
the same procedures. The study proved that there were differences in the times some 
passengers had to wait before moving from one station to another. This is because 
there is a difference between the average time of service for some passengers when 
compared with others. In order to discover ways of bridging this gap, a later study 
will consider potential increases in the rates of arrival of aircraft to the airport and 
increases in the number of larger aircraft landing. 
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This study aims to correct some of the common mistakes, both ideological and 
behavioural, made by pilgrims. It is proposed that this should be done by raising 
pilgrims’ awareness, before the performance of the Hajj starts, of the status of the 
community by visiting a number of preachers and guides during the pilgrimage 
season. Also, the movement of pilgrims through such information and guidance, and 
question and answer sessions, must be facilitated between Halal and Haram. The 
researcher provides, in this work, some examples of common mistakes, pointed out 
to prevent such mistakes recurring each year; other errors required changes to be 
made. 
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The objective of this study was to analyse the situation and the performance of 
services provided by the Saudi company which organises mass transit in Makkah 
with the exception of operations on the days of the Holy month of Ramadan and the 
pilgrimage, and during the Spring Holiday. Mass transportation is the lifeline of the 
city and it is through such transport that there is hope of preventing jams and 
bottlenecks. It is also hoped, through the use of such transport, to reduce 
environmental pollution and to solve many other urban problems. This study hopes 
to open new and valuable horizons via scientific studies in the field which will lead 
to the development of all forms of mass transport and other related issues, such as 
the movement of pedestrians and vehicles, and the building of roads, bridges and 
tunnels. 
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A symbol is a sign which, in a short form using colour, writing or pictures, conveys 
the significance or meaning of an original object or idea. The objective of this 
research was to find an alternative way to present the signs around the Holy Mosque, 
as well as discussing the use of the symbol among the pilgrims as it easy to use and 
understand for both the educated and the illiterate. 57 symbols of significance were 
offered to a selected sample of pilgrims of different nationalities. They were then 
asked to rate 24 that they found most useful. This resulted in the selection of 24, 
including 12 symbols used in the Haram area. The symbols are as follows: Al-Wtho, 
man, stop, phone, woman, mail, civil defence, the rise, bath, slaughterhouse, police 
and education. The study used a questionnaire. 
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The researcher in this study felt that the management of traffic at the Holy Mosque 
needed more care and attention as there was often congestion at the exit and entry 
doors. There were further problems when pilgrims coming in collided with those 
leaving to go to the Massah. This was especially true for visitors who were ignorant 
of the features of the Mosque areas, such as the land and the areas of worship, and 
for those seeking Al-Mataf and the services, such as Zamzam (the location of the 
water and washing facilities)  and cause a loss led to operate this study.

Description 
This study, by surveying behaviour, considered some of the social and 
psychological factors involved when pilgrims throw Al-Jamarat in order to 
understand some of the factors that cause such congestion at this ritual. The study 
was conducted in Muna on the day of Eid and the first and second days of the 
pilgrimage season of Altcherik 1415 H. The study was descriptive and used, as a 
sample, a group of pilgrims in the Muna region. A questionnaire was used to collect 
information. At the end of the research, the two researchers presented a summary 
and a discussion of the most important results, together with recommendations. The 
study includes tables and an illustrative list of references concerning Arab and 
foreign countries. 
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This research covers eight chapters: Chapter I: Al-Jamarat before Islam; Chapter II: 
Al-Jamarat since the beginning of Makkah until Hejjat Al-wdah; Chapter III: Al-
Jamarat since the al-Rashidi period until the end of the Umayyad; Chapter IV: Al-
Jamarat in the Abbasid era; Chapter V: Al-Jamarat in the Ayyubid era; Chapter VI: 
Al-Jamarat in the Mameluke era; Chapter VII: Al-Jamarat in the Ottoman era; 
finally, Chapter VIII: Al-Jamarat in the Saudi Crown. The research ends with a 
discussion of the findings and recommendations. The study also offers a list of 
terminology and a list of the paintings, forms, sources and references. 
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This report contains information regarding the classification and categorisation of 
documents concerning the era during the period of Ottoman rule of Hajaz in Makkah 
and Medina. The documents originated from the Presidency of the Council of 
Ministers in Istanbul and from the Dar Documents in Cairo. The research team was 
able to display a large number of documents and bring these to the Hajj Research 
Centre. The number of catalogued documents totalled 634. 
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This study aimed to highlight the humanitarian problems faced by pilgrims and 
Almutamreen, particularly the loss of possessions. If pilgrims or Almutamer lose 
some of their purchases, it adversely affects the performance of duties in the holy 
places. The research was divided into two sections: the first deals with the study’s 
historical legitimacy, while the second part includes a field study and an analysis. 
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The goal of this study was to assess the performance of local companies and 
highlight deficiencies in the services provided to pilgrims. The Institute of Local 
Pilgrims’ Companies has been established for more than ten years; it is supervised 
and followed up by the Ministry of the Hajj in order for the Institute to ensure that 
local companies adhere to the regulations and policies which are designed to 
provide the best services for the pilgrims in line with agreed contracts. The study 
showed that there were some irregularities in the provision of services for pilgrims; 
the study also highlighted several complaints from pilgrims about some of the 
companies. 
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This study aimed to examine the level of demand for the pilgrimage and to develop a 
model to estimate the number of those who will go on this pilgrimage in years to 
come. The study proposed appropriate rules for pilgrims abroad which would help 
the needy and those wishing to perform the Hajj. The researcher used data on birth 
resolutions to gather information for a sample of five countries during the Hajj 
season in 1415H. The study used an applied field study method. 
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This study identifies patterns of land use and the movement of pilgrims in Muna, 
first, to determine the relationship between them and second, to develop a model for 
future use. The results of the study show that the camps have the greatest level of 
use, followed by roads, bridges and runways; these areas were followed by the 
squares surrounding the Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  and the mosques. The trip to throw 
Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  involves walking, as it is difficult to use other methods of 
transport for this trip. The researcher outlined a number of general recommendations 
including details of land use, public services and the movement of pilgrims. The 
study also included a set of tables and figures. 
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The study above attempts to identify the extent of the problem and multiple causes 
of missing belongings and properties and then to arrive at appropriate solutions so 
that pilgrims may perform the Hajj without psychological stress. The study shows 
that Pakistani pilgrims (with a rate of 23%) are most likely to suffer from the 
problem of missing belongings; and the vast majority of those affected can neither 
read nor write. The study's recommendations included the provision of staff who 
could speak English, French, Urdu and African languages in order to help those 
affected who do not speak Arabic.

Description 
The main aim of this study was to find an efficient and humane way of best 
distributing charitable services in the holy month of Ramadan at the Al-Haram 
Mosque. The sub-goals were: to determine the quality of the sponsors of the 
distributed food and drink; to determine beneficiaries; and to consider, historically, 
how Rahman guests were catered for in Makkah. The researcher used the following 
research tools: questionnaires to identify specific service providers, questionnaires to 
identify specific beneficiaries, personal interviews with service providers, and field 
observations to identify the positive and negative aspects of the distribution of food 
and drink at breakfast and late-night meals. 
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This study was carried out after the reception of pilgrims on the Makkah-Jeddah 
Motorway was discontinued and it was decided to transfer the reception of pilgrims 
by the Twafah institutions, and by the Office agents who received pilgrims in  
Jeddah, to the King Abdul Al-Ziz International Airport. The objective of the study 
was to identify both positive and negative aspects of the experiment and to make 
suggestions and/or offer solutions to avoid some negative aspects. The study 
included both theoretical and practical aspects and presented a series of observations 
and recommendations regarding the study’s results. 
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The research aims to develop a set of approved signposts to direct pilgrims clearly 
to the services and facilities available. This is because pilgrims come from different 
cultures and have different levels of education, (a large proportion are also illiterate) 
so words and symbols common among these nationalities and cultures are key 
elements in the design of signs in order for pilgrims to understand them. The signs 
are intended to direct movement within the holy places and/or around the areas 
where services are offered. The study includes tables, lists and illustrations. 
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This study, conducted between the 8-12 Dhul Hijjah 1418 H, aimed to provide safe 
measures for the cooking and preparation of food for pilgrims in the holy places. The 
special goals of the study were to assess the demand of pilgrims for food, to describe 
the quality of foodstuffs required for the various nationalities, and to identify the 
reality of the food services provided for pilgrims. Three questionnaires were used to 
gather information: the first was carried out with pilgrims, the second with 
Almatovins and service providers, and the final questionnaire concerned 
observations in the field and dialogue with the institutions’ officers. The results 
showed that pilgrims of all levels of education preferred to buy ready-made meals so 
the study recommended that it would be a benefit to obtain food supplies from the 
highly experienced service operators, the Almatovins, and that contracts should be 
made directly with them. 
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This study considers the pros and cons of the project developed to use tents for 
housing pilgrims in Muna with the aim of obtaining feedback to help complete the 
remaining phases of the project in the coming years in order to achieve, actively and 
realistically, the overall objectives of the project. The study used a descriptive 
approach but was limited to the Chairmen and Vice Matovin field officers and the 
people responsible for housing at Muna. Questionnaires were used to gather 
information from the Almatovin working in the field of housing pilgrims. The study 
included a group of tables with a list of sources and references. 
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The study aims to measure, by using a simple measure model, the quantitative 
impact on the Saudi Riyal exchange rate during the period 1969-1998 H. as a result 
of pilgrims coming from outside the Kingdom. This model assumes that the Saudi 
Riyal exchange rate against the American dollar is determined by three variables: 
Saudi national income, the money supply, and pilgrims’ spending. The study 
contains six chapters: previous studies, the emergence of the Saudi Riyal, the 
identification of foreign exchange and the legitimacy of its provisions, data on 
pilgrims’ spending, the estimate model and the interpretation of results, and the 
conclusion. 
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This study aimed to determine: first, the impact of new regulations on the economics 
of local pilgrims over the coming years including institutions for Saudi pilgrims; to 
obtain the views of citizens concerning this new organisation; and to examine the 
extent to which the new organisation will cater for citizens by identifying those 
factors which most influence the decisions of citizens to undertake the Hajj 
pilgrimage over the next twenty years, beginning in 1422 and taking into account the 
expected population increase. The study showed that congestion and difficulties in 
moving around; then heat; and then the current costs were among the reasons given 
for citizens taking the decision not to carry out the pilgrimage. The study 
recommended considering the possibility of reducing the repetition of the pilgrimage 
for Saudi nationals from once every five years to once every three years. It also 
suggested that information to raise awareness should continue about these rules 
regarding non-repetition, with an emphasis on violators. The study expected there to 
be an increase in the number of permits to carry out the pilgrimage in Saudi Arabia 
from 176800 applications in 1420 to 261,707 in 1430 H. in the case Saudis making 
the pilgrimage every five years. The study proposed a mathematical model. 
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The study tries to assess the human interaction that occurs between people coming 
from a range of cultural and social backgrounds, and at different levels of education 
and the provision of necessary services in the context of delivering these in a polite 
and civilized manner that will help to leave positive impressions on recipients of 
such services. For the purposes of the study, a questionnaire was distributed to a 
group of pilgrims on 10 / 12 / 1419 H. The most important recommendations and 
proposals for the study suggest service providers should display positive signs and 
characteristics by smiling and displaying generosity and kindness, for example. The 
study also recommends intensifying and developing training courses for service 
providers to improve their skills. 
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This study was initiated to discover what has been done in the airport to receive 
pilgrims and to assess the procedures in place for this purpose. The study looks at 
what has already been done and what is currently in place for Hajj, 1419 H., as well 
as the level of development that has occurred. This was assessed by the researchers’ 
observations in order to discover the extent of the provision of facilities and services 
and how far these meet the needs of pilgrims. They also carried out interviews with 
some pilgrims and officials to know how they viewed the efficiency of the facilities 
and services available at the airport. 
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This study assesses the effects of consumer spending in the Kingdom of Saudi 
Arabia during the period 1968-1996 H. The study begins by drafting a model of 
consumption with total consumer spending as the significant variable and with gross 
national income, pilgrims’ spending and consumer spending overall, the total private 
consumption expenditure and government consumption expenditure as the changing 
variables. The study included a short presentation and a brief introduction to the 
previous study, which focused on consumer spending. 
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The throwing of the Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  (Stone-Throwing) is the most 
problematic part of the Hajj because of the massive overcrowding and the irregular 
movement of pilgrims during the throwing, which may result in accidents and 
injuries. This study aimed to explore the behaviour of pilgrims when throwing 
Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat)  in order to understand some of the social and psychological 
factors that are linked with congestion at the site, and to make recommendations on 
how to deal with these factors. This study assumes that there are many factors, in 
addition to natural ones, that affect the congestion at the Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat) . 
These include: the level of awareness and knowledge of the provisions made for 
pilgrims wishing to throw; the method used to aim the Carbuncles (Al-Jamarat) ; the 
vision, aim and understanding of this procedure; and the extent to which pilgrims 
took care and were aware of danger in the course of throwing. Additional factors 
included the level of education of the pilgrim and the community he/she came from. 
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When King Abdul Aziz of Saudi Arabia entered Hejaz, he announced that this 
country was not “Halal” and that God (Ahlah) not only deprives the sanctity. So he 
was driven to work to establish a sense of security by punishing, without mercy or 
compassion, those who undermined the stability of the country, such as bandits who 
were extorting Hajj money. He also took action himself so that the land was secure 
and so that people could follow the Net-Hajj way without fear of being robbed. His 
Majesty worked to provide clean drinking water in places of pilgrimage in the Eins 
of a new reform and old Eins such as Ein Zubaydah and Ein Waziriyah. Al-
Kendasat  He had built new seawater desalination plants at Jeddah and Ynbu, and 
also established hospitals, clinics and health centres and Karentinat in Makkah, the 
holy places and Medina, Jeddah, Yanbu and on the roads leading to these places. 
These centres are provided with the latest equipment, as well as medical doctors, 
nurses and medicines.  
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This research aims to evaluate the services of banks and money exchanges provided 
for pilgrims from both the point of view of their Al-Shriah and in terms of economic 
when making various payments; it also suggests some solutions. The study analysed 
three samples: banks, exchange centres and pilgrims. The results showed that 
pilgrims used three methods of paying their dues.  
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The study focuses on analysing the impact of Umrah on only one type economic 
activity: shops selling foodstuffs and looks at its impact on the prices of basic 
foodstuffs, the number of people employed in food shops, increases in the use of 
such food shops, and its impact on the productivity of the labourforce and capital in 
the field of foodstuffs; the study finally analyses the demand by pilgrims for 
foodstuffs. The final section of the research offers an analysis of the factors affecting 
the aspects noted above and was divided into three sections: the first outlines effects 
of Umrah on food shops; the second analyses the demand for food by pilgrims; while 
the third section summarises the main results of the study.  
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This research consists of two chapters. The first chapter considers a number of issues 
concerning Tasilih via research questions. These are as follows: 1.) If the person who 
comes first to a place has the right to have it; 2.) If the person leaves his place and 
then returns to it, does he have the right to have the place? 3.) No one has a right to 
push others into leaving their places; 4.) Is putting a prayer rug in a place give the 
owner the right to that place or should he be there himself? 5.) What happens if a 
person sends someone else to reserve a place for him?  
The second chapter looks at rules concerning these issues, how these issues are 
perceived, and the rules, guidelines, governance and guidance about what needs to be 
done regarding these issues. The study concludes with research into the opinions of 
the Grand Sheikh of Al-Islam Ibn Taymiyya.  
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This study attempts to assess, since there are eleven nations of possible pilgrims 
abroad as defined or determined in Islamic terms, the extent to which it might be 
possible to limit the extent of the Hajj and also to determine the extent of the 
commitment to the Hajj of Muslims from other countries. The study consisted of 
nine investigations as follows: the idea of possibly reducing the Hajj; the concept of 
possibly reducing the Hajj in economic terms; the possible elements that could be 
reduced in the Hajj and the extent to which these could be reduced; the economic 
effects of reducing the Hajj; the extent of commitment to the Hajj; the organisation 
of the pilgrimage in Islamic countries and the possible relationship of this with the 
Hajj; an assessment of the value and the expected reduction in the Hajj; and finally, 
findings and recommendations. 
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Overstaying is a major social problem that happens every year, causing many social, 
economic, health and security problems; this also affects the performance of services 
provided for the pilgrims, since many of them resort to the use of streets, squares and 
public spaces for “camping out”, which abuses the function of these areas. Thus, the 
study aims to assess the extent of overstaying in Makkah and Muna, to determine the 
success of the Hajj season each year, and to help managers develop and improve the 
services provided to pilgrims. The research also contains tables and illustrations.  
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The objective of this study was to monitor the phenomenon of overstaying in Hajj 
1420 H., and to identify certain demographic characteristics of those who overstay in 
Makkah and Muna, as well as identifying the causes of overstaying from the 
viewpoint of pilgrims who overstay and field supervisors. The study demonstrated 
that the reasons for overstaying at Muna because of the limited accommodation there 
when it is a place of high importance; high prices and the cost of performing the 
Hajj; and the availability of services and premises for overstaying as the city 
provides free premises for overstayers. The researchers offered seven 
recommendations with added detail for each recommendation.  
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The study recommends determining an appropriate method to measure the 
performance of services at King Abdul Aziz Airport in terms of the potential services 
and facilities available, together with the effectivenesss of the agencies operating 
there. In order to measure such aspects accurately, services must be classified in 
terms of the personnel who provide and supervise these facilities, and it must be 
determined which services are lacking. This research includes illustrative tables.  
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This research explores the possibility of building a performance indicator to measure 
the security during the Hajj; this could then be used as part of a more comprehensive 
plan to measure the services and facilities provided during the Hajj. The first phase 
of the study attempts to understand the factors and elements that make up the 
phenomenon of security by drafting a mathematic indicator; this part of the work 
combines theoretical aspects with a field study. For the field study, the researchers 
carried out interviews with security leaders in order to discuss the nature of security 
work during the Hajj, as well as the proposal to provide an indicator of performance 
for the security services in the Hajj.  
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This study aims to find means of taking full advantage of the meat slaughtered by 
pilgrims, which is not fully utilised and is therefore available for delivery to eligible 
poor Al-Haram and to poor Muslims in various regions of the Islamic world. Its 
intention is also to facilitate the process of slaughter and the distribution of meat to 
those who are eligible. The Saudi Arabian project intends to advantage of the Huda 
meat and to offer it as charity. Therefore, this project is not for profit but must cover 
its costs.  
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The study focuses on analysing the economic impact of a change in the price of and 
charges for electricity, water services and sanitation on the housing market for 
pilgrims in Makkah. Specifically, the objectives of the study were to analyse the 
impact of a change in rates and charges for services on: 1- the rents for housing for 
pilgrims in Makkah; 2- pilgrims’ behaviour regarding spending on housing and other 
goods and services in Makkah; 3- pilgrims’ levels of consumption of services 
(impact of rationalisation); 4- incomes for the owners of housing; and 5- revenues of 
the companies that provide the services. The study included ten factors: background 
information on the basic services and their role in the operation of hotels in Makkah, 
recent changes in prices and service fees in Makkah, a description of the study 
samples, an analysis of the housing services for pilgrims in Makkah, an analysis of 
the impact of the rise in duties on the quantity of consumer services, an analysis of 
the impact of higher service fees to enter houses in Makkah, and an analysis of the 
impact of higher fee revenues on the companies that provide the services. Finally, 
conclusions and recommendations were offered.  
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This study was designed to determine appropriate means to measure the 
performance of services at the airport based on the potential facilities that are 
available and the efficiency of the workers. In order to measure this accurately, it 
was first necessary to classify the services in terms of the individuals who provided 
them and those who supervised the facilities. Then, the views of three authorities 
associated with this service were sought: the pilgrims, the service providers and the 
researchers.  
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The study’s objective was to carry out an economic analysis of the market for 
commodities and gifts bought by pilgrims in Makkah. The study included eight 
factors addition to an introduction, and the study’s objectives and plan. These factors 
were: the characteristics of the markets and gifts in Makkah; a description of the 
study’s sample; outlining the gift items bought by pilgrims; an estimate of the 
income to domestic production activities arising from the sale of goods and gifts; and 
the most important problems facing pilgrims in terms of gift items. The eighth factor 
was the findings and recommendations. In addition, the study included a series of 
illustrative tables.  
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The study generally focuses on the analysis of the economic aspects of the various 
services market housing in seasons of Hajj and Umrah at Al-Medina city. Its 
objectives are to: identify economic characteristics for market housing services, 
analysis of two phenomena's oversupply and the surplus of demand in the market of 
housing services in the present and the future until 1430H., determining the factors 
affecting the revenues of housing services, identify problems encountered in the 
demand for the housing services, factors influencing it and identify problems facing 
the presentation of housing services and the influential factors in it, and then 
proposing some policies which help to the solution of problems on both the demand 
and supply sides market housing services the Al-Medina. The study contain four 
factors are: characteristics of the market for housing services in Medina, and the 
economic analysis of the housing market in the seasons of Umrah, and the economic 
analysis of the housing market during the pilgrimage season, and then the study's 
findings and recommendations  
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This study analyses certain aspects of the housing market for pilgrims in Makkah. It 
considers the following aspects: an analysis of the occupancy rate; the surplus 
housing available, the housing units available for rental, and an analysis of the 
relationship between supply and the highest levels of rent, together with ways of 
defining this relationship. The study also provides a synopsis concerning the 
possibility of expanding the housing for pilgrims and the rate of return on capital 
invested. 
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The present study aims to analyse those factors (whether external or internal) 
affecting the application of Umrah throughout the year, highlighting the role of the 
new Umrah organisation. The study includes many explanatory tables.

Description 
The research studied the determinants of spending on luxuries during the 
performance of the Hajj (so-called five-star pilgrimages). These included 
photographs and other services to increase the amount spent on travel and transport, 
food and water. The study was in two parts: Part I was theoretical and examined the 
concept of consumer spending; it also sought to identify sections in the Islamic 
Sharia concerning manifestations of luxurious expenditure in the performance of 
Hajj to ascertain whether there was a legitimate precedent for this. Part II was 
“applied" and examined the determinants of expenditure on luxury goods, as 
measured by increases in this type of expenditure for the entire study sample. 
Spending was measured against an average expenditure for each element to estimate 
the parameters of expenditure of the following elements: total spending on luxuries, 
spending on luxurious travel, luxury goods, housing, and spending on food.  
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The research studies the impact on Makkah of the total expenditure on pilgrims, 
analyses the various types of expenditure disbursed on pilgrims, and examines the 
awareness of pilgrims and the level of services provided to them in order to 
understand the shortcomings in these services.  
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The study aims to determine the nature of services provided by the tour buses, to 
understand how guides are treated, the degree of their commitment and 
responsibility, and to know how to satisfy Rahman guests during the pilgrimage 
season, 1422 H. The research recommends using efficient guides in terms of their 
education, commitment, good conduct and their knowledge of the Al-Hajj language. 
It also recommends clearly defining the relationship between the driver and guide, 
and argues that the guide should provide a minimum level of information 
concerning the pilgrimage and its merits. Also included in the research, are 
recommendations the identification for pilgrims, the driver and another form for the 
guide.  
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This study explores the views of a sample of pilgrims from all over the world 
concerning whether services in the Kingdom are acceptable and to find out if 
pilgrims are aware of the availability of such services at the Holy Mosque in 
Makkah and Muna; it then develops proposals for the services that should be 
addressed by officials. The study is divided into four parts: the first offers general 
information about the study’s sample; the second explores the views of Hajj 
pilgrims concerning services in the area of the Holy Mosque; the third part records 
the views of pilgrims about services in the holy places, and the fourth part 
considers the views of pilgrims attending the mass pilgrimage about developing 
services to those regions. The recommendations of the study and attention to the 
role of third in Al-Mussah and processing such as the umbrellas line the course for 
cars and paintings indicative. It also recommends organizing pre-awareness 
programs for pilgrims and placing them in embassies.  
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This study focuses on the use of wood for a variety of purposes. These include: 1- 
For Alroshan and exterior windows of traditional houses; 2- Wood used for 
puppets, tapes and decorative frames; 3- Screens to ensure privacy (Petksyat or 
Irajvha) which create privacy without effecting the passage of light and air. The 
study found that most traditional wooden houses in the study area (Makkah) were 
made from Al-Teek Algawi which is used for heavy wooden structures, brown in 
colour, the natural colour of the wood. In time (the early 1800s), this brown was 
changed to a silver gray because of the effect of Gswa in the form of engraved and 
decorated plates of different lengths and sizes. The objective of the study was to 
study the impact of models on the techniques used to produce the woodwork used 
in traditional places of worship in Makkah. The study adopted an historic 
approach by considering a period of time between the mid-1800s to the 1890s.  
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This work provides an economic analysis of the work of certain agencies and 
government departments that provide services to the pilgrims, especially the 
Amanht Al-Asemah, which is a considerable sized government body or 
organisation. The analysis includes details of the cleaning services, employment, 
wages and capital, and then the activities of the Amanht Al-Asemah in the field of 
health and the environment, and the transfer of pilgrims. 
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The study aims to discover the extent of demand for work in these markets by 
workers in general, and by Saudis in particular. Indicators to suggest demand 
included the number of years work undertaken in the markets by individuals and/or 
how many times they had worked there on consecutive years. The study assumed 
that the number of years work was directly correlated to income and that income 
was directly correlated to the following conditions: a worker's sex, nationality, age, 
educational level, location of the project, the form and type of commodity the 
worker was selling, and the number of employees in the project. These data were 
tested and were found statistically to validate the first assumption: that income was 
directly correlated to the number of workers on the project and their ages. This 
contradicted the idea that workers in general and Saudis in particular wish to work 
on the projects because the seasonal income from such work is relatively low.  
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This research addresses the problems concerning Al-Ehram places and treat it 
through the discrimination of these issues, including what is thought of as right and 
what is considered not right either of them to catch Al-Ehram for the truth or by 
analogy, and Endeavor (Alhokom)). The search for what caused the first two 
Balmikat fact, when some of the issues. The second part of the study considers 
special Balmikat judgments and is divided into two types. The research have group 
of ependex and list of refrences. 
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This research studies the phenomenon of pick-pocketing and theft at the Holy 
Mosque and aims to identify methods of combating such behaviour. In addition, it 
seeks to evaluate different means of educating pilgrims about the dangers of this 
phenomenon in order to find solutions to decrease the instances of it to the lowest 
possible level. The study included illustrative tables.  
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The study pointed out the importance of the timings and locations of pilgrims in the 
light of the new architectural changes, the registration of the time, the efforts made 
by Saudi Arabia to rebuild the houses of God at Al-Megats, and the need to process 
all the requirements of the pilgrims. The study also outlines the existing conditions of 
the current five pilgrim routes and their relationship to Al-Megats. The research 
makes a historical comparison of the geographical differences of those roads which 
lead to Makkah. 
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The study attempted to identify formal and informal means and practices to educate 
pilgrims. Once these means were identified, the study aimed to consider how well 
these responded to the perceived needs and then made certain proposals to develop 
them, as well as identifying some of correct and incorrect behaviour practised by 
pilgrims.  
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This study aims to offer a comprehensive assessment of various aspects of Umrah in 
light of the new system for its organisation. The study considers this from the point 
of view of the economic impact of the new system, offers an analysis of the impact 
of the new organisation in terms of various negative phenomena concerning minor 
pilgrimages, evaluates the performance of units operating to serve pilgrims, 
examines Umrah in the evaluation of programs form the point of view of tourists, 
analyses the economic effects of Umrah, as well as studying the effects of Umrah on 
investment and employment. The study obtained data from a sample of pilgrims, 
Umrah companies, restaurants, hotels and means of transport. The study included 
many tables and illustrations.  
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This study documented the experiences of charitable organisations and individuals 
concerning meals during fasting in the Holy Mosque area and covering the month of 
Ramadan by administering 2885questionnaires to the recipients of such meals in this 
area. The questionnaire sought to assess the components of the meals and their 
suitability and the study resulted in a large amount of data regarding the pros and 
cons of the meals and the services. The most important findings were as follows: 1.) 
The components of a breakfast meal coming from various quarters should be 
consolidated; 2.) Service providers need to cover the spaces and arenas located 
between Umrah Square and the door of Al-Fatah; 3.) Special diets are needed for 
ailing sugar (diabetics) and children; 4.) Packages, such as yoghurt cartons, should 
be easier to open; 5.) Kiosks should be placed at the entrances to the squares to serve 
meals to individuals; and 6.) Training of personnel should continue in order to raise 
their efficiency.  
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This study was designed to identify certain characteristics of the leadership and 
members of the Governing Council in some A-Twafah institutions, the decisions 
that affect the strategic plans concerning their work, and the work and direction of 
these institutions in the future. The research recommended the development of 
training programmes in strategic management and decision-making, and also 
suggested that the Ministry of Hajj and Umrah should develop management 
information systems to ensure the provision of information necessary for the 
exercise of strategic management. The research has 24 illustrative tables and 18 
figures.  
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In this study, timelines were analysed for the preparation and the rate of growth of 
pilgrims in the period 1350 to 1424 H. The number of pilgrims is steadily increasing 
over time with an average of 491677 pilgrims per year and with a high coefficient 
variation of (0.886). The annual growth rate in the number of pilgrims is 5.27%, 
which is higher than the average annual rate of population growth in the Islamic 
world, (which amounts to an average of around 3%). Thus it is clear that the number 
of pilgrims is growing from year to year and this requires constant planning to 
increase the production capacity of the services, in terms of housing and 
transportation, to match the growth rate of pilgrims. To summarise, the impact of 
economic factors on the number of pilgrims is not large, according to the estimates, 
but the motive for the pilgrimage is still essentially a religious one, with religious 
factors explaining the reason for completing the pilgrimage for more than 60% of the 
pilgrims.  
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This work attempts to identify and categorise the means of transport provided by 
both the formally organised and the informal transport sectors which are offered 
intensively only during the Hajj season; these include taxis, private cars, and others. 
This transport services market cannot be ignored as its provision is intense and 
widespread in Makkah during the Hajj season. The research also included several 
tables and made the recommendation that, to facilitate traffic movement, there 
should be a rail link with the Holy places and Al-Haram.  
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The study attempted to identify formal and informal means of education to inform 
the practices of pilgrims during the Hajj season; it identified certain methods and 
considered the degree of adequacy of these, as well as making some proposals for 
their development and identifying some of the acceptable and unacceptable practices 
followed by the pilgrims.  
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Discussions in this study dealt with the issue of Ahram arriving by air and asked 
where this occurs and where it is going, together with issues related to this matter. 
The first part of the study asks if the sky is Megat Megats; if Jeddah Airport is 
located within the Megats; whether or not boarding the plane causes delays; and if 
the ritual from Al-Megats should be left if the pilgrim is a non-Ahram. The second 
part of the research considers with: Ahram befor Al-Megat (in case); how passengers 
on the Ahram plane should be prepared; and how passengers can be dealt with if the 
plane passes Megats? These issues have a judicial parallel, Mstdla, and it is 
suggested that God should be asked for success.  
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The study considers the services provided at the King Abdul Aziz International 
Airport in Jeddah, the utilities that are available, and the efficiency of the agencies 
operating there. It also aims to address deficiencies in some of the services provided 
for pilgrims at the Holy Mosque. The researchers recommended the level of services 
within the airport should be raised in all aspects and that excellent services should be 
provided to the pilgrims at the Holy Mosque.  
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The study attempts to measure the level of quality of the services provided by the 
pilgrims’ home institutions, and the level of satisfaction of pilgrims with those 
services. The study is in two parts: the first is theoretical and reviews the literature 
available on the concept of quality and the economic implications on the quality of 
services. The second part includes information from 30 home institutions and 
considers the economic impact of measuring the level of quality of the services 
provided by the pilgrims’ home institutions.  
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The purpose of this study is to shed light on both the supply and demand sides of 
market sales in the central area around the Holy Mosque in the Ramadan season, 
1425 H. The study is divided into two parts: the first part offers experiential 
evidence of the impact of social factors and gives personal details about pilgrims 
(such as age, sex, social status, educational levels and the venue of their housing for 
the Holy Mosque). This part also contains information concerning the demand, in 
quantitative terms, for street sellers where the amount spent by pilgrims on 
commodities sold by street sellers, and the kinds of goods requested by the pilgrims 
are analysed. Hence, this section is divided into information concerning the motives 
(both positive and negative) for demanding street sellers, the motives that stimulate 
pilgrims to purchase from street sellers, and negative motives which dissuade 
pilgrims from purchasing commodities from street sellers.  
 
The second part of the study considers personal and social aspects of the street 
sellers themselves (such as sex, nationality, age and educational level), together 
with a section that has yet to be completed but which will cover the number of years 
the person has been working as a street seller and the number of times he/she has 
been arrested. A further section will analyse, in quantitative terms, aspects of the 
street sellers’work such as the commodities offered by street sellers, the value of 
their goods, the sale prices, and the average daily sales.  
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This study consists of two parts: the first measures and analyses the level of 
satisfaction pilgrims visiting the Holy Mosque, while the second measures the level 
of total quality management for the performance of administrative services for 
pilgrims  with a strategic proposal to expand the Holy Mosque both vertically and 
horizontally over the next twenty years.  
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 The study analyses the types of electrical goods requested by pilgrims, identifies 
those electrical goods most requested by pilgrims in general, and then analyses the 
demand for each commodity separately in terms of different nationalities, in order to 
identify the source of the bulk of demand for each of the electrical goods. This then 
allows an estimate to be made of the demand for each commodity and the volume of 
demand relative to a range of nationalities. The impact of the pilgrims’ demand for 
such electrical goods is then identified in order to discover whether the relationship 
between income and demand can be explained by economic theory. The study 
attempts to analyse the impact of the unit price of electrical goods compared to the 
required quantity in order to test this effect. Finally, the study analyses the extent to 
which certain motives influence the demand for electrical goods and the impact of 
some quality variables on this demand.  
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 The research focuses on the problems related to the spread of areas that are 
cultivated in the Valley of Makkah and considers, in particular, difficulties relating to 
mudslides which bring in soil from outside the area, the watering of plants with 
water containing the remnants of sewage, the effect of such factors on organic 
materials and living organisms, and the overall impact of this on the environment of 
Makkah. The study focuses on these phenomena in the light of Islamic policies 
concerning such cultivation. The research study is largely descriptive, analytical and 
historic but tends to confine itself to the religious aspects related to the agriculture of 
the area by drawing attention to the violation or non-violation of agricultural 
practices in the valley of Makkah in terms of interpretations of the holy books of the 
Koran and the Sunah. It also attempts to target the preservation of the environment, 
bearing in mind that this environment was created by God.  The study includes three 
investigations on, in particular: the geographic area of the Ibrahim Valley/Makkah 
Valley; the environment of the Ibrahim Valley/Makkah Valley; and a discussion 
concerning the Holy Koran and the Prophet's advice regarding the cultivation of the 
Makkah Valley.

Description 
The study aims to evaluate the accounting system used in Al-Twafah institutions by 
carrying out an analysis of the components of the accounting system, including 
accounting manuals, account books, reports and financial statements, and internal 
controls. It was found that there are certain financial problems facing the Al-Twafah 
institutions which can be helped through the accounting and reporting systems used 
by the institutions but it was also noted that some of these problems need the care 
and attention of bodies overseeing the Al-Twafah institutions, while others need to 
be addressed by flexible administrative decisions being taken within the institutions. 
In addition to those activities and areas which lead to increased returns on 
Almatovin, the services provided for pilgrims need to be improved, and the 
researcher felt that the present accounting system provides the information necessary 
to achieve such improvements. The study offered some discussion of proposals that 
would lead to the achievement of these goals; it also made several recommendations.  
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The study aims to estimate the average cost of performing the Hajj, including costs 
accrued from both inside and outside the institutions (this includes a study of the 
financial system of some institutions and how costs are determined), in addition to 
other fixed costs, which include amounts paid by institutions to rent tents. The main 
objectives of the study were to consider the accounting regulations in some domestic 
institutions, and to evaluate the relationship between the overall cost and the 
satisfaction with the service provided. Most of the study's recommendations focused 
on the need for competent authorities to establish standards and controls to ensure 
the general level of quality of the services provided by the institutions for their 
pilgrim customers.  
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This study focuses on the importance of theories and principles of modern 
management and their role in developing the performance and activities of the Al-
Twafa institutions, especially in terms of applying total quality management. The 
study aims to determine the possibility of applying the principles of this form of 
management by considering fourteen principles with regard to the Al-Twafa 
institutions. 
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The study attempts, first, to identify the cultural and social factors that affect the 
behaviour of pilgrims during the performance of ritual slaughter; also to ascertain 
extent of the knowledge of pilgrims concerning the effect of religious doctrine in the 
performance of the Hajj ritual slaughter; and, finally, to understand the extent of the 
effect of culture. The results of the study demonstrated that religious, social and 
cultural factors have a direct and powerful impact on the conduct of pilgrims in the 
performance of ritual slaughter during the Hajj season. This exploratory study is 
concerned with studying the phenomenon from a humanitarian dimension in order to 
understand those factors that affect this process. 
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The study aims to identify what factors determine the demand for both fixed and 
mobile communication services in Makkah during the Hajj season, 1425 H. It also 
seeks to identify how adequate the supply of services is, as well as their quality and 
the level of satisfaction of users with these services. The study examined the extent 
of the correlation between a number of independent variables and the demand for 
telecommunication services as a basis for providing some useful suggestions in this 
area. This method revealed a low level of quality of services concerning fixed 
telephones but a high quality service for users of mobile phones at the location and 
time of the study. It also found that quality is more important than cost in influencing 
the demand for both types of telephone service.  
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A study that records the demographic characteristics, and the social and economic 
conditions of a population is important in any planning process as decision makers 
need to know the age distribution and growth of population, together with the 
expectations of this population over time so that they can make plans for the 
provision of appropriate education and health services for each age category in the 
future. On the other hand, a study of these characteristics also helps in 
understanding the degree of seriousness of the social and economic problems facing 
the community, such as unemployment, divorce and spinsterhood, illiteracy, drop-
out rates in schools etc., which can then be solved before they get worse. This study 
used a survey to sample a number of families, homes, citizens and residents in 
Makkah, in order to identify some of the basic characteristics of its population and 
housing. The study includes maps, tables and illustrations.  
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The study attempts to evaluate the performance of centres that follow-up and 
control the Umrah services operating in Ramadan, 1426. This was carried out by 
defining the concept of censorship services and by identifying perceptions 
concerning the follow-up and services that are in place to control Umrah 
performers. The study aimed to: examine perceptions of the concept of control and 
to identify how effective these controls are felt to be from the viewpoint of the 
Umrah performers themselves; understand how the controls regarding norms and 
regulations governing Umrah services impact on the commitment of companies; 
identify the administrative requirements and organisational resources needed to 
regulate companies regarding Umrah; and examine what external practices are used 
by centres to follow-up and control the services of Umrah performers. 
The study found a low level of performance quality control on the part of centres for 
monitoring and following-up services for pilgrims, and general dissatisfaction with 
the level of quality of programmes provided for pilgrims by Umrah.  
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As an introduction, the research provides the most prominent conditions costs

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Analysis of the Al-Gmaherih Channel of Communication 
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This research focuses on identifying the level of understanding of the vision theory 
quintet at the time of, or soon after, information about this was broadcast on radio. 
The researcher sees the theory of the quintet as a symbolic model of the Islamic 
Conference. Thus, the Islamic personality can be studied through prayer and by 
making Islam a symbolic model in the form of the theory of the five dimensions. 
The radio broadcast was aired for only a short time period during Hajj and only in 
Muna. This broadcast, which went out during the six days of Dhul Hijjah, formed 
the sample. The duration of the broadcast lasted between 7 and 10 hours per day and 
covered a total of 48 articles. These were transcribed into written form in order to 
carry out a quantitative analysis of the content of the broadcast to ascertain its 
clarity and accuracy. This analysis was divided into two areas: the first concerned 
an analysis of the type of communication contained in the radio article on the basis 
of the five dimensions of communication in the quintet; the second area covered the 
communicate contained in the radio article on the basis of the five objectives. 
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This study aimed to measure the extent to which bus drivers had been exposed to 
radio broadcasts, which carried information regarding traffic conditions, in Muna 
during Hajj. The research attempted to identify drivers that used such broadcasts, 
considered the future of public information material and surveyed what information 
was of use to them. It also measured the use of this information and requested 
confirmation that the broadcasts had been received during twilight and without 
being jammed. 
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This research is an attempt to identify the reluctance of the majority of pilgrims to 
use the services provided by the Saudi media and to discover whether lack of 
exposure to the media may be a reason why many pilgrims refuse to use these 
services. In addition, the study seeks to identify the needs and requirements of the 
majority of pilgrims for the services of the Saudi media, in order to meet these 
needs so that improvements to the services can stem from the pilgrims’ needs 
instead of changes being imposed by the providers. This reluctance is in spite of the 
enormous potential of the media services provided by the government of the 
Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques, as well as the individual efforts made by the 
Al-Twafa institutions. The research seeks to investigate the reasons for pilgrims’ 
reluctance to use the media services and the requirements of the majority of 
pilgrims.  
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This research attempts to identify the reasons why most pilgrims are reluctant to 
gain information from the Saudi media since this lack of exposure to the media may 
lead to them refuses to offer their services. In addition to identifying the needs of 
both the majority of pilgrims and the Saudi media, in order to offer the general 
public a wide range of services, the study recommended that services should be 
increased to meet the needs of users instead of imposing those services thought 
suitable by organisers. This reluctance continues in spite of the enormous media 
potential exploited by the governing body of the Custodian of the Two Holy 
Mosques and the individual efforts made by Al-Twaffah institutions. This research 
seeks to investigate the reasons for pilgrims’ reluctance to use these services and to 
find out what their requirements are.  
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This research addresses the reluctance of the majority of pilgrims of Al-Mutamrean 
to be exposed to the Saudi media and considers ways of persuading pilgrims to make 
use of these media. The researcher recommends developing coordination with media 
leaders in the original homelands of pilgrims for the delivery of information 
concerning the organisation of the united Shareain pilgrimage, focusing on public 
radio as a means of communication. The research used a five-point scale to measure 
the two-way flow of the media.  
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The study looks at how the lessons in the holy mosque could be developed with a 
view to using such lessons to benefit the development of the United Hajj and 
Umrah. Such a development could be added to the traditional communication 
given by the Holy Mosque to minimise the negative and support the positives. 
Given the educational levels and age of the audience attending such the lessons at 
the holy mosque, it is possible to treat the public Ietbh as global issues. The study 
includes a number of proposals including the application of the so-called bilateral 
conciliation theory of communication and broadcasting the services at the holy 
mosque through channels which could be developed in several languages to be sent 
to all parts of the world. The study also included a number of illustrative tables.  
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The research aims to explore the trends to use press and satellite channels as 
credible sources of information and the place of such sources in Arab society, and 
the problems associated with this. It seeks to provide information to assist in the 
proper planning of the activities and efforts related to the pilgrimage. The 
researcher also recommends activating media relations to reach out to all Arabs 
and Muslims; it is also recommended that the Department of Hajj Research of the 
Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques should show interest in communicating with 
the media. One of the most prominent issues in the press coverage is information 
regarding the entry and exit points, and the waiting time and means of 
transportation, safety, health services, education and communication services, and 
dealing with the sacred Huda.  
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There is a general lack of knowledge and research on the full extent of the impact of 
Muslims from the West and the western media after the events of September 11th 
2001 and the subsequent attacks on Arab and Islamic countries, particularly Saudi 
Arabia. It is also necessary to identify trends in these communities concerning 
perceptions of some Islamic countries, activities and symbols at an international level 
in order to identify the Western media’s portrayal of Islam and Muslims and to learn 
what Muslim communities propose to correct erroneous concepts and to address the 
effects of the western media, especially after the events of 11th September 2001. The 
study makes recommendations regarding the results of campaigns to improve the 
mental picture of Islam and Muslims at both local and global levels. The research 
included 12 illustrative tables.  
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This study addresses the problem that is the majority of pilgrims are reluctant to use 
the Saudi media in the form of its television channels, radio and the press. The 
researcher starts from the perspective of providing services that will attract the 
masses of pilgrims to utilise the media. The research used a referendum in the field 
to obtain responses from a large number of pilgrims in all the languages which were 
used for radio programmes; this amounted to 158 different nationalities with a total 
of 2521 respondents. The researcher made a number of recommendations to 
determine if any future global channels could be more acceptable to the public. The 
research included 16 tables. 
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This study aimed to raise the level of environmental awareness among pilgrims and 
deals with the standards of environmental conduct keeping inline with sound Islamic 
principles. The researchers outlined a definition of environmental pollution; 
considered elements of the environment and pollution and its causes; and examined 
some of the behaviour exercised by pilgrims that is leading to increased pollution in 
the environment. The researchers also sought to educate pilgrims on the seriousness 
of smoking, the use of dustbins, the need to slaughter sacred animals in approved 
abattoirs, the necessity to maintain the cleanliness of water and residences, and the 
need not to leave food in places of residence. The researchers recommended 
providing restaurants and cafeterias, providing garbage bags, not using stoves to 
cook food, and not using perishable food.  They pointed out that the responsibility 
for raising the awareness of pilgrims is a shared responsibility between the countries, 
enterprises, institutions, Almatovin, and owners of housing. The research contains 16 
tables.  
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This study aims to measure, via feedback, the responses to a public opinion survey 
concerning radio awareness during the Hajj. The research aimed to provide scientific 
data for future planning by the Ministry of Information and Culture at the Saudi 
Department for General Security, which has responsibility for radio awareness 
during the Hajj, in order to improve the media so that more effective services can be 
provided for the pilgrims since radio is felt to be the best way to capture the attention 
of the masses. The research is also intended to influence and develop the behaviour 
of the pilgrims to avoid negative aspects and to promote more positive ones. The 
researcher recommended the establishment of a single channel which would translate 
information into several languages and which would broadcast specialist information 
needed by the Muslim community to all areas and in all disciplines. The research 
included 18 tables.  
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The research examines procedures for the arrival of pilgrims at certain entry points, 
focusing on King Abdul Aziz Airport in Jeddah and the Islamic Port of Jeddah, in 
order to gain an insight into those areas where pilgrims accumulate or where there 
are gaps, in order to understand those aspects that contribute to effective 
performance. The study recommends that the Umrah of the pilgrims’ origin send 
data concerning the numbers of pilgrims and the names of their companies prior to 
their arrival in the land of the Two Holy Mosques, in order to facilitate and speed up 
procedures for receiving pilgrims at entry points. The study included 28 illustrative 
tables.  
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The study aimed to determine the needs of pilgrims and visitors from outside the 
Kingdom in order to inform officials about Umrah, the visit, and the awareness 
programmes and information available regarding a number of requirements 
concerning locations and problems. The study attempts to raise awareness of all 
civilian areas, health and security issues, organisational and administrative matters, 
and geography. The study included 13 tables and figures.  
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The annual pilgrimage, experienced by the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, includes 
many events and so this research seeks and analyses the contents of a number 
broadcasting satellite channels during the pilgrimage season in order to discover the 
credibility and objectivity of the facts and information offered regarding the events 
since many of  these take advantage of the pilgrimage to attack Islam and the 
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. The research therefore seeks to identify the level of 
objectivity and credibility of the non-Arab satellite channels regarding events 
concerning the Hajj. Five channels (those most commonly offering free reception; 
Arab Sat) were identified and sampled for the study but, due to the limited time 
period of the Hajj season, the sample used only the broadcast day for the United 
Hajj pilgrimage, the Arafa Day and the last three days of Altcherik. A further 
restriction was that the study sought the views only of some of the pilgrims who 
lived in the holy places. The analysis was limited, in terms of its quantitative 
content, to only sound and image, and considered only a verification of objectivity 
and credibility.
