The primary target is to situate the early novel by James within the context of “The

International Theme,” explored by American writers prior to James like James Fenimore
Cooper and Nathaniel Hawthorne. In this novel, James uses the character of Christopher
Newman as an American type, a representative of the quintessential self-made man, along with
expatriate Americans residing in Paris, France; James puts Newman in a direct and bitter
confrontation with a conservative Parisian aristocratic family in a doomed attempt to win the
hand of their daughter. Another objective is to reread The American through the novelist’s
“passion for extremes” (as James himself expresses his interest in contrasts) in order to grasp

the text’s inscriptions of both the real and the romantic, the realistic and the melodramatic.
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There is an extensive use of the overhead projector to present lectures visually to the students,
as well as a constant update of the content of the course.
