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The lecture rooms are too small and over crowded which makes teaching
difficult
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Since this course is essentially an introductory one, it does not greatly emphasize passing on information to the
students. Instead it builds upon what the students have already studied and mastered in their ILL tutorials.
Consequently, the bulk of the course revolves around text analyses. However, it also contains, as an important
component, periodic summary and repetition on characterization, narration and theme for purposes of
reinforcement. This course encourages them to apply what they have already absorbed concerning the various
aspects of prose fiction, mainly narrative strategy, characterization, setting, plot and theme, and to use these tools
in their approach to a complete work.
