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Because students of poetry are primarily involved with poetry’s technical aspects
(scansion, meter, feet, rhyme scheme, etc...) and language use (figures of speech and their
function), the purpose of the course is helping them to approach and analyze any poem
from those perspectives. Consequently, the students are provided with questions that
guide their attention to the relevant points in the poem. These points include: identifying
the speaker (poetic voice or persona) in the poem and the occasion that led to its
composition, as well as grasping the theme discussed in the poem and how it is conveyed
and being sensitive to the special language used.
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There is an extensive use of the overhead projector to present lectures visually to the students,
as well as a constant update of the content of the course.
