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The lecture rooms are too small and the number of students is high which
makes the working conditions difficult
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Modern American Drama cannot be defined in a matter of a few words. It could be described as a period
in which America’s writers began to flourish in their work, producing new and ‘modern’ dramatic
pieces. However, once exploring this period, one would see that it is a compilation of experimentalism
in such forms as expressionism and realism, themes such as Reality versus Illusion, Language that
reflects the society of which they were writing of, and an exploration of social and cultural changes.
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There is an extensive use of the overhead projector to present lectures visually to the students,
as well as a constant update of the content of the course.
